Meeting called to order at 8:15 AM by Ron Korzeniewski, Chair.

1. Approval of Agenda
A.  Change of Sequence:  None.
B.  Removal of Items:  None.
Moved by Sekela, seconded by Brazeau to approve the Agenda.  Motion voted on and carried.
2. Committee Reorganization
A.  Chair – Sekela nominated Ron Korzeniewski for Chair.  No further nominations. Ron Korzeniewski is Chair.
B.  Vice-Chair – Kamke nominated Greg Sekela for Vice-Chair.  No further nominations.  Greg Sekela is Vice-Chair.
C.  Secretary – Sekela nominated Brazeau for Secretary.  No further nominations.  Terry Brazeau is Secretary.
3. Approval of Minutes of Last Meeting
Moved by Pott, seconded by Brazeau to approve the minutes of August 21, 2014.  Motion voted on and carried.
4. 2016 Budget Considerations
Shelley Zahm went over the proposed 2016 Land & Water Resources budget with the Committee, explaining line item changes.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Brazeau to approve the proposed 2016 Land & Water Resource budget, and forward it to the Finance Committee.  Motion voted on and carried.
5. Reports by Department Heads
A.  Ken Dolata reported on activities in the Land Conservation Department.  The office has moved to Lena, with a two year lease.  Farmers and operators are happy with the location.  They are in the last year of the Northern Pike Restoration project, and are applying for another grant to continue the work.  Other projects include stream crossings, barnyards, manure storage, wildlife damage and working with the DNR spraying phragmites.  The Land & Water Resource Management Plan will be reviewed by DATCP and the Land & Water Resource Board.  Once approved,  it will go to County Board.  This is a ten year plan.  Moved by Kamke, seconded by Brazeau to accept the Land Conservation report.  Motion voted on and carried.
B.  Mark Teuteberg advised that work will begin on a new plat book, which they would like to be done by the end of the year, as many are given as Christmas gifts.  The enhancements to the web site have been added, with 2014 ortho photos.  Zoning for the City of Oconto and the Village of Suring has been put on the website, and the City of Oconto Falls is considering adding  zoning.  There are 32 parcels on the land sale for this year.  If all are sold at appraised value, we could receive $702,000.00.  Moved by Brazeau, seconded by Pott to accept the Land Information Systems report.  Motion voted on and carried.
C.  Bob Skalitzky reported that timber sales are going well and may set a record at close to $700,000.00.  They are waiting for grant funds to work on the shooting range, with the project expected to run at $175,000.00.  The shooting range will be open this fall for two to three weeks before gun hunting season, and will be supervised with limited hours. The owner to the north of the shooting range is interested in selling, but at a very high price compared with the appraised value. Discussed the Good Neighbor Authority regarding harvesting national forest lands.  Moved by Sekela, seconded by Brazeau to accept the Forest and Parks report.  Motion voted on and carried.
D.  Shelley Zahm, in Pat Virtues absence, advised that fees for electronics recycling will be increasing effective September 1, 2015.  Proposed zoning ordinance changes are being reviewed and will be discussed with the northern towns.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Brazeau to accept Zoning/Solid Waste report.  Motion voted on and carried.
6. Adjournment
Moved by Kamke, seconded by Brazeau to adjourn.  Motion voted on and carried.  Adjourned at 8:45 AM.
