Meeting called to order at 8:15 AM by Ron Korzeniewski, Vice-Chair

1. Approval of Agenda
Moved by Brazeau, seconded by Pott to approve the Agenda.  Motion voted on and carried.
2. Committee Reorganization
A.  Moved by Kamke, seconded by Sekela to nominate Ron Korzeniewski for Chair.  No other nominations, Ron Korzeniewski, is Chair.
B.  Korzeniewski nominated Greg Sekela for Vice-Chair.  No other nominations, Greg Sekela is Vice-Chair.
C.  Korzeniewski nominated Terry Brazeau for Secretary.  No other nominations, Terry Brazeau is Secretary.
3. Approval of Minutes of Last Meeting
Moved by Brazeau, seconded by Sekela to approve the minutes of August 22, 2013.  Motion voted on and carried.
4. 2015 Budget Considerations
Shelley Zahm discussed line items for the 2015 proposed budget.  Discussion on northern office location.  Moved by Brazeau, seconded by Pott to bring the proposed 2015 budget to the Finance Committee on September 26, 2014.  Motion voted on and carried.
5. Reports by Department Heads
A.  Ken Dolata advised the Committee that farm projects were affected by bad weather and crop prices.  Some stream crossing and shoreland restoration projects were completed.  Northern pike projects are almost complete, except for a few slowed down due to the weather.  A few wildlife damage claims have come in for deer and turkey.  The youth education program continues to grow.  Not much information is available on the office relocation to Lena.  The Federal officials will be looking into possibilities in the Village of Lena.  Discussion on the possibility of a large farm/egg laying operation (40,000 laying hens) in the Town of Pensaukee near Oak Orchard.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Kamke to accept the Land Conservation report.  Motion voted on and carried.  
B.  Mark Teuteberg told the Committee that the new GIS website is up and running, and we have received compliments.  There are 29 parcels on this year’s land sale.  If all sell at minimum bid, the County will receive $462,000.00.  The appraisals total over $1.3 million.  They are working with the Forest and Park Department regarding an encroachment at Chute Pond.   Five eviction notices for tax delinquent properties will be served and the properties secured.  Teuteberg will be meeting with the villages and cities regarding placing some of their information on the county web site.  Moved by Kamke, seconded by Brazeau to accept the Land Information Office report.  Motion voted on and carried.
C.  Bob Skalitzky reported on the Chute Pond bathroom replacement project that will be going to County Board today.  Bids came in considerably higher, and they will only be looking to replace one building at Chute Pond.  The shooting range remains closed due to complaints.  It may re-open prior to the gun deer season; however, would have set hours and be supervised.  A study was done and the current location is still the best location.  Work will be done to redirect the range and install benches, canopies and a concrete floor.  Security cameras will be added.  Grant monies will be applied for, which would require the range to be open 100 days per year.  There is a possibility of an adjacent property owner selling land to the county.  A handicap accessible dock/ramp is being built near Stiles.  An employee firearm policy will be looked at by the Main Loss Committee which would allow employees to protect themselves against wild animals.  Moved by Kroll, seconded by Pott to accept the Forest and Parks report.  Motion voted on and carried.
D.  Pat Virtues discussed the proposed Farmland Preservation Plan that is being worked on and should be going to County Board later this year.  The shoreland ordinance needs to have language updated to reflect the recent NR115 changes.  This must be done by June of 2016.  Discussions have taken place with the northern towns regarding the northern zoning office.  They will not be paying for the lease for office space.   Possibilities for moving the office will be discussed at the Planning & Zoning Committee meeting next week.  The recycling program has received about $100,000.00 less in grant money per year for the last four years.  Agreements with municipalities run out the end of 2015, and will be up for renewal.  There have been many controversial issues with zoning enforcement this year.  Moved by Sekela, seconded by Brazeau to accept the Planning, Zoning and Solid Waste report.  Motion voted on and carried. 
6. Adjournment
Moved by Kamke, seconded by Pott to adjourn.   Motion voted on and carried.  Adjourned at 8:55 AM.
