4. Reports—Information

A. Commission on Aging Report—Ruth Carriveau, Director

Ruth reported on Family Care and the potential impact on Commission on Aging.  The goal of Family Care is to provide care to the individual at the least costly basis.  If they can be kept in their home longer, they do better. The main two programs affected are COP program and home delivered meals to elderly.  The COP program reimburses the entire cost of the meal, not just the suggested donation.  The homebound are checked on when the meal is delivered. 
Also potentially impacted by Family Care will be the transportation provided for the more difficult and handicapped clients to NEWVIEW.  They currently charge $1.40/mile to transport these clients.  Family Care will decide how these clients are transported. 
Family Care will be rolled out June 1, and the goal is to have all the people enrolled by mid June.  Ruth answered questions from the committee on these programs, along with other COA programs.

B. Program Area Activity Reports
John handed out written reports from Dale, Jill, Paula and Sarah, as they are all in attendance at the Joint Council on Extension Professionals Conference.
C. Department Head Report
John reported on some of activities at the state level. The Capitol Connections Legislative Visits is this week in Madison, and there will be 4 in attendance from Oconto County, along with Paula Huff.  They have appointments to meet with 4 legislators in Oconto County’s jurisdiction.   Student Government Day was last week, and John presented to the youth.  County Staff Evaluations have been completed at the department level.
John also shared a summary of comments that referenced UW-Extension in the County Board Supervisor Strategic Planning Surveys at the Committee Chair’s request. These were discussed briefly.
