Open Session                                                                                                                    Motion by Nichols, second by Sleeter, to return to open session and to move to direct counsel to take action, as directed in closed session, and report back to board on February 18, 2016.  The motion was voted on and carried at 9:59 a.m.
7. Board of Health Report
Konitzer reported that as of January 30, 2016, cases of influenza-like illness reported in the State as a whole is low, but the northeastern region does have a high level of illness.  There has not been an increase in schools, so unsure if school-based clinics have helped keep our numbers down or if low incidence.  41% of children have been vaccinated at school, and another population goes to their providers.  Wisconsin has had 24 hospitalizations; however, there have been none in Oconto County so far.  No Wisconsin deaths.  The vaccine this year is matching the viruses circulating.                                                                                                                       Konitzer provided information on the Zika virus, which is a mosquito-borne disease that can be transmitted from mother to baby during pregnancy and may cause microcephaly.  Four out of five people, or 80%, of those infected have no symptoms.  There have been outbreaks in Africa, South Asia, the Pacific Islands, Central and South America, and the Caribbean.  So far, there are no cases in the US from mosquitoes. The current cases in the US are from travelers coming in.  There have been no reports of Zika virus in Wisconsin.  The CDC is recommending pregnant women and women of child-bearing years should use precaution, when traveling to high risk areas.  Precaution includes using mosquito repellant and wearing long-sleeved shirts, long pants, socks, and shoes.  Public Health has shared information with local health providers.  There is also a link for further information on the county website.

Reimer reported that the original wait list is down to 17 names.  It is expected the wait list will be finished within the next six months.                                                                   Reimer reported that approximately 90 to 95% of the Family Care cases seem to be going well.  One situation that has been noted is companies move clients to different locations to fill open beds and save the company money.  We have no control over this.  Looking at advocacy for the people that do not want to move.  Companies may pressure clients to move, but they do not have to move and have the right to stay where they are.
