The goal of the project is to create comprehensive opioid treatment services in rural and underserved areas (Florence, Marinette, Menominee, and Oconto Counties).  The project is in collaboration with Libertas and Prevea Health.  The grant provides counseling, medication-assisted treatment, and abstinence-based treatment.  The ultimate goal is patient recovery with full social function.
