Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Chair Gooding.
2.
Approval of Agenda
a.
Changes in Sequence

Motion by Shellman, second by Gohr, to move Items 12 and 13 to between Items 3 and 4 of the agenda.  The motion was voted on and carried.

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Sleeter, to remove Item 6 from the agenda.  The motion was voted on and carried.
Motion by Lacourciere, second by Lemmen, to approve the agenda as revised.  The motion was voted on and carried.
3.
Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting
Motion by Nichols, second by Barke, to approve the March 16, 2016, meeting minutes.  The motion was voted on and carried.
4.
Closed Session:  The Board may convene into closed session, pursuant to WI Stat. 19.85(1)(f), which stated in pertinent part considering medical data of specific person(s).
Motion by Sleeter, second by Lemmen, to enter into closed session.  The motion was voted on and carried.  The Board entered into closed session at 9:05 a.m.

Return to Open Session:  The Board may return to open session to conduct legal business, as allowed by WI Stat. 19.85(2).  
Motion by Nichols, second by Gohr, to return to open session.  The motion was voted on and carried.  The Board returned to open session at 9:09 a.m.

6.
Communications
Strom read from a resignation letter received from Brian Vanderwyst, and copies were distributed.  Copies of letters received from Cheryl Mick, Corporation Counsel, and Edward Burke regarding the Health and Human Services Board membership process, By-Laws, and developing a slate of Board candidates were distributed.  These letters were treated as information to the Board.
7.
Finalize Health and Human Services Board Membership Process
Pytleski explained the options available to the Board, and discussion was held. There were eight qualifying letters of interest submitted.  Motion by Sleeter, second by Lacourciere, that the six board positions be determined by ballot of the full County Board and to direct the County Clerk to prepare the ballot with the names of the eight qualifying individuals that submitted letters of interest and to draw lots in the event of a tie.  The motion was voted on with Nichols opposed.  Motion was carried.

8.
Develop Slate of Board Candidates to Forward to County Board

Pytleski explained the options available to the Board, and discussion was held.  Motion by Nichols, second by Shellman, that each Health and Human Services Board member vote today, for one time only, for up to six eligible candidates to be recommended by the Health and Human Services Board to the County Board.  The motion was voted on by a roll call vote with Gooding, Lemmen, and Gohr opposed.  The motion was carried.  Ballots were distributed by Pytleski, and voting occurred.  The votes were tallied with Lacourciere, Lemmen, Nichols, and Sleeter each receiving seven votes; Buhrandt and Korzeniewski each receiving six votes; Frank with three votes; and Augustine with one vote.

Draw Names for Health and Human Services Board Ballot Placement

Names were drawn for placement on the Health and Human Services Ballot for voting by the County Board in the following order:  Buhrandt, Sleeter, Korzeniewski, Augustine, Nichols, Lemmen, Lacourciere, and Frank.

Motion by Nichols, second by Shellman, to approve the hiring recommendation of the Health and Human Services Personnel Committee from the April 12, 2016, meeting.  The motion was voted on and carried.

Board of Health Report
Konitzer gave an update on the Zika Virus, and the Elizabethkingia outbreak was discussed.  It was reported that in Wisconsin, of the 63 reported cases of Elizabethkingia so far, there have been 19 deaths, and a couple of cases are still pending verification.  Konitzer reported the State is assigning more resources for communicable disease.  Konitzer discussed community outreach and awareness, including:  newspaper articles, Facebook, the recent St. John’s Health Fair, seatbelt/bicycle helmet safety awareness event with Buckle Bear at Oconto Elementary School, upcoming car seat disposal events, and the upcoming HSHS St. Clare Health and Safety event.
12.
Approve Additional LTE Hours for School-Based Clinics

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Sleeter, to approve an additional 60 LTE hours for the school-based immunization clinics.  The motion was voted on and carried.

13.
Update on Family Care and ADRC
Reimer reported there are now only 11 original clients left on the wait list for Family Care.  He also discussed the next phase of Family Care, which will be the integration of medical care.  Changes that will need to be made to the ADRC’s signage, logo, etc., were discussed.

Sherman gave an overview of the Financial Summary on Page 6 of the 2015 Annual Report and of the 2015-2016 HHS Fund Balance Summary, which was distributed.  Armagost reported New View Industries is gearing up to provide more community-based programs.  Helmle gave an overview of the fraud statistics on Page 13.  Benesh gave an overview of employee movement on Page 16 and discussed the increase in child protection cases on Page 17.  Reimer gave an overview of Pages 19 - 21 and discussed the impact Family Care has had on Oconto County.

Resolution to Approve the Purchase of a Smart Board

Konitzer discussed the need for a smart board for our agency to operate as a sub-unit of the main EOC, in the event of an emergency.  Maintenance will mount the equipment on the wall in the southern half of the conference room on third floor in Health and Human Services.  Konitzer reported that grant funds are available to pay for this.  Motion by Sleeter, second by Lacourciere, to approve a resolution to approve the purchase of a smart board.  The motion was voted on and carried.

Armagost reported on the need for New View Industries to increase the bandwidth of their T1 line.  The current rate is $892.00 per month, and the increased bandwidth will cost an additional $358.00 per month.  The increase will be split between New View Industries and Technology Services, with each paying an additional $179.00 per month.  Technology Services’ request for this change has already been approved by their committee.  Motion by Nichols, second by Barke, to approve the increase in bandwidth of the T1 line at New View Industries at an additional cost of $358 per month to be split evenly between New View Industries and Technology Services with each paying an additional $179.00 per month.  The motion was voted on and carried.
