Call Meeting to Order
Meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m. by Chair Sleeter.

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Nichols, to move Item 8 (Rainbow House Funding Request) to follow directly after Item 5 (At-Risk Youth Grant Presentation).  Motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting
Motion by Lemmen, second by Barke, to approve the June 22, 2016, meeting minutes.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.
4.
Communications
A letter from the Wisconsin Department of Children and Families was read by Strom notifying the Department that Oconto County has been awarded $9,680 in 2016-2017 juvenile justice Community Intervention Program funds for early intervention services for first offenders and/or intensive community-based intervention services for seriously chronic offenders in accordance with Wisconsin Statutes 48.528(1).
5.
At-Risk Youth Grant Presentation
Helmle introduced Coopman and Lemke, from the Department’s Employment and Training Program, who gave a presentation of their At-Risk Youth Program.  They just started third year of the program.  The main objective of the program is to engage youth in various areas, such as skills training, work experience, and to assist in obtaining a HSD or GED, is necessary.  Referrals come from children aging out of foster care, juvenile justice, case managers, and school staff.
6.
Rainbow House Funding Request

Jessica Honish presented information about Rainbow House and services they provide to Oconto and Marinette County residents, as well as residents of Menominee County, Michigan.  Rainbow House is requesting future funding from Oconto County.  Marinette County and Menominee County already provide funding to them.  Rainbow House served 143 Oconto County residents last year.  This issue will be brought up again at a future meeting.

Resolution to Address State Funding of HHS and in Conjunction with Oconto County’s Family Care Contributions

Sleeter reported this item had been delayed for 30 days at the County Board meeting.  Johnson reported Oconto County cannot change the Family Care contributions, as it was set by the State.  Sherman distributed a list showing the reduction in contribution timeline.  Discussion was held on the possibility of asking representatives to meet with the Board at a future date regarding funding in general.

8.
Review and Approve Bylaws
Discussion of revisions to Bylaws was held.  Johnson will discuss the secretary verbiage with Kim Pytleski and Cheryl Mick and report back to the Board next month.
9.
Approve LTE for Supervised Visitations

Hommerding reported the reasons for the request for an LTE to provide supervised visitations.  The Department must provide supervised visitations with parents and siblings not placed together.  In the past, the Department contracted with CRSSA for these services.  The contract was cut to save $30,000 in budget last year.  Currently, case managers are spending 70-80 hours doing supervised visits.  The cost savings of hiring an LTE vs. using CRSSA was discussed.  Motion by Barke, second by Shellman, to recommend hiring an LTE for the rest of 2016.  Motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Review Operational Policies and Procedures
Benesh presented the revised Client Rights and the Grievance Procedure brochure.

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Korzeniewski, to approve the brochure, as presented.  Motion was voted on and carried unanimously.
Benesh presented Operating Policies for 72-hour secure detention and restitution and an Operating Procedure for CISM.  Motion by Nichols, second by Gohr, to approve the updated policies for 72-hour secure detention, restitution, and procedure for CISM.  Motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

11.
Board of Health Report
Konitzer reported that the intranasal Flu Mist will not be available for the 2016-2017 flu season, due to low efficacy.  Only inactivated injectable flu vaccine will be used next flu season.  There had been more Flu Mist given at the area elementary school-based clinics than the injectable vaccine.  It is unknown how this will affect the numbers at the clinics.
Konitzer reported on the Oral Health Coalition, which is a joint grant funding with Marinette County.  Goals include raising awareness of the need for dental care and the benefits of fluoride, establish a network of dentists for SAS participants (no cost), and community fluoridation.  They begin conversations with Gillett, Suring, and Lena municipalities that do not fluoridate their water.
Konitzer reported on the recent Shigella outbreak.  Shigella is a GI illness.  There have been 27 cases in Shawano County.  Oconto County has been linked to one case.  The Regional Office has informed surrounding counties to watch for possible linked cases.
