Konitzer discussed the billboard on State Highway 22 west of Oconto encouraging use of fluoridated water, which is the result of a grant collaboration with Marinette County Public Health.                                                                                                                        Konitzer gave an update on the LTE hours for the school-based clinics.  The hours are still within the time approved by Personnel and Wages.   The next round of clinics begins in January.                                                                                                                      Konitzer provided an update on Healthy Oconto County 2018.  Two areas that will be focused on are nutrition/activity and alcohol/drug abuse.                                                        Konitzer discussed a project led by HSHS St. Clare for a trail system in the City of Oconto Falls paid for in part by a grant available through the Wisconsin Department of Transportation.  They asked if Oconto County Health and Human Services would be willing to be a sponsor for this project.  Konitzer will gather more information and bring to a future meeting.                                                                                                                      Konitzer discussed the possibility of Oconto County Public Health using the national Public Health logo for community outreach to become more identifiable.
