1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Chair Gooding.
2. Approval of Agenda
a.  Changes in Sequence – none
b.  Removal of Items – none
Motion by Lacourciere, seconded by Nichols, to approve the agenda as presented.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Lemmen, seconded by Sleeter, to approve the meeting minutes of January 14, 2015.   The motion was voted on and carried.
4. Communications
Lorie Schaden, a UW-GB student, sat in to observe the meeting as part of her nursing internship.
5. At Risk Youth Grant Presentation
Dustin Coopman and Sara Diehlmann gave a presentation on the services being provided to youth aging out of foster care and juvenile justice youth.   These services are possible using funds from a three-year grant they received from the Greater Green Bay Foundation.   The services are tailored to each youth depending upon their needs, from tutoring, getting a driver’s license, career exploration, communication skills, etc.    They currently have 12 youth enrolled.   The grant is approximately $51,000 a year.

6. Board of Health Report
Konitzer gave an update on the measles outbreak.    As of February 6 there were 121 cases in 17 states, none in Wisconsin.    The public is being encouraged to get the vaccination.
Konitzer reported that Public Health is in the middle of their school-based clinics offering the Human Papilloma Virus (HPV) and Meningococcal vaccines at no cost to the student.  From reports of vaccination coverage rates, the school-based clinics have contributed to an increase in the number of children vaccinated for HPV by 8%.
Public Health is working with Oconto Falls writing a grant to Wisconsin Comprehensive Cancer Control Program on increasing physical activity.   If awarded, the funds would be used to create a trail system in the city of Oconto Falls.
A plaque will be awarded at the February County Board meeting congratulating the Oconto County Health and Human Services Public Health Division on continuing the designation of being certified as a Level II Health Department.

7. Update on Preparedness Plan for Cold Weather and Sheltering 
At the January meeting Konitzer discussed the need for a county-wide plan addressing cold weather situations that put our residents at risk.    A meeting was held with the Red Cross and the base plan is being revised.  
8. Reappointment of Kathy Gohr
A motion was made by Shellman, seconded by Nichols, to recommend to the County Board Chairman that Gohr be reappointed for another three-year term to expire in March of 2018.  The motion was voted on and carried.

9. Update on Family Care
Sherman reviewed the projected budgets through year 2020 with Family Care in place.  The Board received a copy of the Wisconsin Counties Association budget summary of Governor Walker’s proposed state budget and the impact it could have on Human Services.

10. Update on the Aging and Disability Resource Center (ADRC).
Johnson stated there was a meeting this week with the ADRC and it is believed that funding will tighten up.  The Governor’s proposed budget would also have an impact on the ADRC.
11. Update on 2015 Budget   
Benesh reported that more youth have been put in out-of-home placements than anticipated which will have a significant impact on the 2015 budget.
12. Approve Attending Non-County Meetings
Motion by Gohr, second by Sleeter, to authorize Nichols and Barke to attend the March 30 Family Care district meeting.  The motion was voted on and carried.
Motion by Gohr, second by Sleeter, that the Board members are authorized to attend WCHSA meetings in 2015.  The motion was voted on and carried.
13. Approve Equipment Purchases
Sherman reported that arm rests for an office chair have been ordered after an ergonomic evaluation and two more evaluations are scheduled.
14. Approve Client/Operational Contracts 
A motion was made by Shellman and seconded by Barke to approve the 2015 contracts with Advocates Extension, Sun Valley Homes II, and New Care.     The motion was voted on and carried.
Motion by Lacourciere, second by Sleeter, to approve the 2015 contract amendment with Macht Village Programs.    The motion was voted on and carried.
