1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Vice Chair Nichols.
2. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Lemmen, to approve the agenda as presented.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Gohr, second by Lacourciere, to approve the meeting minutes of February 11, 2015.   The motion was voted on and carried.
4. Communications
The Department of Corrections sent correspondence regarding a correction to the Youth Aids allocation.
Lynette Bodoh’s letter of resignation was read.
5. Approve SOAR (SSI/SSDI Outreach, Access and Recovery) Resolution
Debbie Bushman and Jamie Johnson, employees of NEWCAP, were present to discuss the SOAR Resolution.    The Letter of Intent was signed in December by the County Board Chair and now the application is ready to be filed.    A resolution authorizing the submission of a Community Development Block Grant to provide SOAR services was reviewed.
Motion by Barke, second by Shellman, to approve the resolution and forward to the County Board for approval.      The motion was voted on and carried.
6. Board of Health Report
Last month Konitzer reported that Public Health was working with Oconto Falls Trails System Committee on writing a grant to the Wisconsin Comprehensive Cancer Control Program for funds to create a trail system in the City of Oconto Falls.   Konitzer reported they were unable to obtain a funding commitment from the community in time to submit the grant.
Konitzer gave an update on the measles outbreak.    As of March 6 there were 159 suspect cases in Wisconsin but none were confirmed.    The public is still being encouraged to get the vaccination.    Also experiencing an increase in Gastrointestinal illness in the community and another increase in influenza.
Public Health will be receiving some federal funds for Ebola preparation planning.
Marinette and Oconto Counties will work together to form an oral health coalition using grant monies.
A plaque was awarded at the February County Board meeting congratulating the Oconto County Health and Human Services Public Health Division on continuing the designation of being certified as a Level II Health Department.
7. Approve Request for Virtual Private Network (VPN) Access
Konitzer requested approval for Amanda Hanson, Special Instruction Teacher, to have access to the county computer network when working off site through VPN.    
Motion by Lacourciere, second by Barke, to approve VPN access for Amanda Hanson and forward to the TS Department.   The motion was voted on and carried.
8. Financial Report for New Beginnings and New View Client Fund
The end-of-year financial reports for New Beginnings and the client fund at New View were reviewed.    A $25,000 Planning Grant was awarded to New Beginnings from the Greater Green Bay Community Foundation.   This is a planning grant for New Beginnings to implement empowerment programs for the community.
Motion by Lemmen, second by Gohr, to approve the financial report for New Beginnings.   The motion was voted on and carried.
Motion by Barke, second by Lacourciere, to approve the financial report for New View.  The motion was voted on and carried.
9. Update on Family Care
Reimer reported that 173 people will need to be enrolled in Family Care by July 2.   Also discussed the impact Family Care could have on New View.
