1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Chair Gooding.
2. Approval of Agenda
a.  Changes in Sequence – none
b.  Removal of Items – none
Motion by Lacourciere, second by Gohr, to approve the agenda as presented.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Nichols, second by Lemmen, to approve the meeting minutes of March 11, 2015.   The motion was voted on and carried.
4. Communications
Visions submitted a 30 day notice terminating their contract with our agency.
Konitzer reported that the CDC is looking into the deadly tick-borne Powassan virus that has been in the news recently.    Unlike Lyme disease, Powassan can cause death in about 10% of the cases.     Powassan is on the rise but is still rare, with about 60 cases reported in the United States in the last 10 years.
Konitzer reported on a recent avian flu virus outbreak at a poultry farm in Jefferson County.   .  There have been no human cases and the risk to humans is very low.
Legislation is being introduced regarding the inclusion of electronic devices used for inhaling vapor or vaporized solution in the term “smoking” in the clean air act.  There may be other legislation to not include the devices in the definition of “smoking”.   Konitzer will keep the Board informed. 
Konitzer reported that RN and support staff LTEs have been hired to implement the school based immunization clinics.  They work between 20-25 hours total.   The LTEs are terminated after clinics are complete for the year.
5. Approve 2014 Annual Report
Motion by Lemmen, second by Sleeter, to approve the 2014 Annual Report.  The motion was voted on and carried.

6. Approve Filling Vacant Case Manager Position
Reimer requested filling the vacant full time case manager position.   The position is vacant due to a resignation.    The position serves families with autistic children.
Gooding recommended not filling the position until we know what the budget is after Family Care.   There was also some discussion on hiring an LTE or contracting.
Motion by Nichols, second by Shellman, to fill the position with a full-time equivalent county employee.   Motion passed 8-1 after a roll call vote with Gooding voting against.  It will now be forwarded to Personnel and Wages.

7. Discuss Dissolution of Long Term Care District
Reimer handed out a draft of what he will be presenting to the County Board, possibly next month if legal counsel is done with the resolution.

8. Discuss Director’s Performance Evaluation Procedure
The Board members will each fill out an evaluation on the Director and the Director will complete a self-evaluation and meet to discuss it.
Motion by Nichols, second by Sleeter, that the Director’s Performance Evaluation will be discussed with the Director in closed session in June.   The motion was voted on and carried.
9. Update on Family Care
Reimer reported that 173 people are being enrolled in Family Care.   By June 1, 80% will be rolled out and the remaining 20% on July 1.  
10. Update on the Aging and Disability Resource Center (ADRC).
There are around 30 people that still need to be enrolled in family care.
