1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Vice Chair Nichols.
2. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Gohr, to approve the agenda as presented.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Barke, second by Sleeter, to approve the meeting minutes of April 15, 2015.   The motion was voted on and carried.
4. Communications
Melissa Lueskow, Economic Support Specialist, submitted her letter of resignation with her final day being May 1.
5. SAFE Kids Oconto County Coalition Presentation
Konitzer and Danielle Risner, Public Health Technician, gave a presentation on the SAFE Kids Oconto County Coalition.    Based on the needs of the community, the coalition implements evidence-based programs, such as car-seat checkups, bike safety, fire prevention activities, to name a few.   The goal is to provide proven and practical ways to keep kids safe.
6. Review Salary and Fringe Report
Sherman reviewed the report showing the salary and fringe for our employees and the funding sources used to support those positions.    It did not include contracted staff.     
Motion by Sleeter, second by Lacourciere, to approve the report and forward to the Finance Committee.   The motion was voted on and carried.

7. Board of Health Report
Konitzer gave a brief report on the cost of vaccines Public Health administered now compared to 15 years ago and the “Dead Bird Hotline” is now open to monitor dead birds for the West Nile Virus.

8. Approve Communicable Disease Funding Support Resolution 
Motion by Gohr, second by Shellman, to approve a resolution supporting an increase in communicable disease funding in the 2015-2017 state budget bill and forward to the County Board of Supervisors.    The motion was voted on and carried.

9. Approve Wisconsin Home Energy Assistance Program (WHEAP) Policies
Motion by Lemmen, second by Barke, to approve the WHEAP Crisis Benefits Policy presented by Helmle.  The motion was voted on and carried.     This will replace the policy passed in 2003.
Motion by Barke, second by Lacourciere, to postpone making a decision on the WHEAP Proactive Benefits policy until the June meeting.     The motion was voted on and carried.
10. Approve Dissolution of the Long Term Care District Resolution
Motion by Sleeter, second by Lemmen, to approve the Dissolution of the Northeast Wisconsin Long Term Care District Resolution and forward to the County Board of Supervisors.   The motion was voted on and carried.

11. Approve Resolution in Support of Current Long Term Care System
Motion by Shellman, second by Stoegbauer, to approve the Resolution in Support of Wisconsin’s Current Long Term Care System of Family Care Managed Care Organizations, IRIS and the Aging and Disability Resource Centers.   The motion was voted on and carried.
12. Approve Payment Method for County Contribution
The State requires counties in which Family Care is operating to contribute county funds to assist with the cost of care for those individuals.    The State has two options for the payment method and how they want to make their annual contribution amounts that have been calculated by the State.     Sherman discussed the options and dollar amounts    It was decided to pay the annual contribution with quarterly payments directly to the State.
Motion by Shellman, second by Barke, to authorize Johnson to sign the agreement choosing those options and report to the Finance Committee.    The motion was voted on and carried.

13. Approve Filling Vacant Economic Support Worker Position Due to a Resignation
Helmle requested approval to fill the position with an in-house worker and any subsequent vacancies that may occur due to in-house moves.
Motion by Shellman, second by Lacourciere, to approve filling the ES position and any subsequent vacancies due to internal moves.  The motion was voted on and carried.
