1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 3:00 p.m. by Chair Gooding.
2. Approval of Agenda
a.  Changes in Sequence – none

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Nichols, to approve the agenda as presented.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Lemmen, second by Nichols, to approve the meeting minutes of June 10, 2015.   The motion was voted on and carried.
4. Communications
Correspondence was received announcing the retirement of Bruce Retzlaff.    His last day of employment will be September 1, 2015.
5. Board of Health Report
Konitzer reported that the school-based immunization clinics are treated as a mass clinic exercise.    After a clinic, the major strengths and weaknesses are identified and a plan is developed for improvements.
Konitzer reported that the State is working on getting Women, Infants, and Children (WIC) benefits on a card to swipe but the State has pushed this back at least a week.   
A Fall Prevention Awareness Day will be held on September 23 at the Bond Community Center.
The Community Health and Improvement Plan (CHIP) will be reviewed beginning in November with a different format.    A representative from the Board will need to be appointed.

6. Approve Limited Term Employees (LTEs) for School-Based Immunization Clinics
Konitzer requested approval to hire no more than six LTE’s for the School-Based Clinics.   The LTE’s would be used on an “as needed basis” up to 30 hours each.   
Motion by Barke, second by Lacourciere, to approve the request and forward to Personnel and Wage.  The motion was voted on and carried.   
7. Approve Oconto County Clean Air Ordinance
Motion by Nichols, second by Sleeter, to approve the revised Oconto County Clean Air Ordinance and forward to the Law Enforcement Committee.   The motion was voted on and carried.
The revised ordinance includes language on electronic devices and additional language on “smoking”.

8. Approve Filling Accountant Position
Sherman reported that Sherry Schuh, one of the accountants, has accepted the Deputy Finance Director position and requested approval to fill the vacancy.
Motion by Lemmen, second by Barke, to approve filling the vacancy and forward to Personnel and Wages.   The motion was voted on and carried.  

9. Approve Setting up Checking Account for SOAR (SSI/SSDI Outreach, Access and Recovery) Grant
Motion by Sleeter, second by Gohr, to approve setting up a checking account for the SOAR grant award of $80,332 in Community Development Block Grant funds.  The motion was voted on and carried.

10. Update on Personnel and Wages Meeting
Hamann reported on the July 7 Personnel and Wages meeting.    Some of the recommendations for the July County Board meeting will include the step increase for eligible employees, reducing the HRA 50%, and increasing the employee share of the health insurance.
11. Update on Family Care and ADRC
Reimer reported that everyone has now rolled over to family care but there are still bills to be paid and loose ends to tie up.     Hopefully everything will be complete by September 1.
The ADRC continues to get people off the waitlist and enrolled with family care.
12. Update on 2016 Budget   
Health and Human Services has been instructed to cut $750,000 from their budget for 2016.
