UPDATE ON HIPAA STUDY:    A representative from Schenk did a review of the county’s compliance with HIPAA guidelines.    According to the report, the county has many areas to address to become HIPAA compliant.    Schenk quoted a price of $100,000-$125,000 to hire a consultant to work with the county.     Kevin had a price from another company for approximately $20,000 annually to work with the county.     One area that did not meet compliance standards is how the HIPAA databases are stored.     A resolution will be presented to the County Board this month to purchase a second server to store and encrypt the HIPAA databases.        Many areas will need to be addressed to become compliant and it may take a couple years.     
SAFETY CONCERNS:    Jean Sanborn is currently reviewing the BBP and tuberculosis section of the safety manual.     All updates need to be to Kevin by August 21.    The Main Loss Control Committee will review on August 24 and it will be presented to the County Board in September for approval.

Greg reported an employee was bitten by a dog while doing a home visit over the weekend, requiring medical treatment.    The employee will be meeting with Greg today to complete the required forms. 
Craig reported that one of our social workers received a call about a loaded gun in a home with a young child.     Law enforcement was contacted.
