1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Chair Gooding.
2. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Gohr, to approve the agenda as presented.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting

4. Communications
Cassandra Ebeling, the new case manager, was introduced to the Board.
Chair Gooding announced that the Bay Lake Consortium received an Achievement Award from the Midwest Region Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Programs for meeting and exceeding the performance standards.     
5. Report on the Affordable Care Act Marketplace for 2016
Pat Preman, Dustin Coopman, and Carla Ruechel, Certified Application Specialists, gave a presentation on the Marketplace.   Open enrollment starts November 1 and ends January 31.  

6. Board of Health Report
Konitzer reported that Oconto County has its first confirmed West Nile case.    A dead crow tested positive for the disease.
Konitzer reported that a Bellin student will do her internship here.    Personnel and Wages will be notified.
Konitzer reported that Public Health has been receiving positive feedback regarding the school-based clinics.

7. Approve Resolution to Support Senate Bill 204
Motion by Nichols, second by Barke, to approve a resolution to support Senate Bill 204 relating to causing or threatening bodily harm to certain child welfare and juvenile justice workers and providing a penalty and forward to the County Board.   The motion was voted on and passed.
8. Approve Hiring Recommendation of an Accountant from 9-14-15 Personnel Meeting
Motion by Sleeter, second by Lacourciere, to approve the Personnel Committee’s recommendation to hire Betty Bickel for the accountant position.   The motion was voted on and carried.

9. Approve Hiring Recommendation of a Case Manager from 9-14-15 Personnel Meeting
Motion by Lemmen, second by Gohr, to approve the Personnel Committee’s recommendation to hire Molly Cornette for the case manager position.   The motion was voted on and carried.   
Benesh reported that there may be a Child Protective Services position opening soon and would like to offer the position to the first alternate if this should happen.
10. Approve 2016 Budget
The 2016 budget was presented to the Board with a summary of the reductions and fund balance.
Motion by Nichols, second by Sleeter, to approve the budget as presented with a supplemental request to the Finance Committee for $65,000 to keep the Healthy Babies Program.   The motion was voted on and carried with Barke voting against it.

11. Update on Family Care and ADRC
Reimer reported that Oconto County is fully transitioned to Family Care but there are still 60 people on the waitlist, down from 138.    
With the elimination of a waitlist, Helmle reported that Economic Support is receiving all the new requests for people applying for Family Care.

Benesh recommended sending a letter of support of Senate Bill 141 relating to the notification of relatives when placing a child in substitute care.

Benesh also reported that, while not a Senate Bill yet, there is information coming about placing 17 year olds back into the juvenile system rather than the adult system.    Benesh would like to send a letter of non-support.    
Motion by Lacourciere, second by Barke, to send a letter of non-support.    The motion was voted on and carried.

Benesh reported he will be giving a 30 day notice to terminate a contract.
