1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:02 a.m. by Chair Gooding.
2. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Barke, to approve the agenda as presented.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Lemmen, second by Stoegbauer, to approve the meeting minutes of May 13, 2015.   The motion was voted on and carried.
4. Establish Revolving Three-Year Terms for HHS Board Members
Mick presented a chart of the current members, most recent appointment and the year the current term ends and then proposed end years to conform to three-year staggered terms required by State Statute.   This will be adopted by resolution in August.   Mick and Pytleski will work on the language.    
5. Communications
Jonie Martin, an Administrative Assistant, was introduced to the Board.   Jonie started on June 8.

9. Board of Health Report
Konitzer handed out information on e-cigarettes.    Communities have come to expect clean indoor air and e-cigarette use threatens this standard and makes enforcement confusing.    Konitzer would like to review the Oconto County ordinance and report back next month.

10. Review By-Laws
The members each received a copy of the By-Laws to review and the changes will be reviewed at the August meeting.

11. Approve Resolution to Establish a Line of Succession in the Absence of the Health Officer 
Motion by Lemmen, second by Nichols, to approve the resolution establishing a line of succession in the absence of the Health Officer.   The motion was voted on and carried.

12. Approve Wisconsin Home Energy Assistance Program (WHEAP) Proactive Benefits Policy
Motion by Nichols, second by Shellman, to approve the WHEAP Proactive Benefits Policy.  The motion was voted on and carried.

13. Update on Family Care and ADRC
Reimer reported that Family Care rolled out June 1 and the final 20% will roll out July 1.   Approximately 170 people are enrolled in Family Care.
The ADRC has been able to get about 30 people off the wait list and enrolled.  We will need to annually appoint a Board member to the ADRC Governing Board.    Shellman is currently appointed.    Reimer will work with Mick on the language.

14. Update on 2016 Budget   
Personnel and Wages has been discussing options regarding employee wage increases and may be leaning toward an across-the-board increase and make fringe changes to offset the wages.     
Health and Human Services is to cut $750,000 from their budget for 2016.
