1. Call Meeting to Order
Meeting called to order at 9:00 a.m. by Chair Gooding.
2. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Lacourciere, second by Gohr, to approve the agenda.   The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Approve Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Motion by Lemmen, second by Barke, to approve the September 16, 2015, minutes of the Board meeting.   The motion was voted on and carried.
4. Communications
Bonnie Anderson’s resignation letter was read.
Three new employees were introduced to the Board – Betty Bickel, Molly Heimke, and Alnilda Albizu.
5. Board of Health Report
The school-based immunization clinics have started and over 2,000 vaccinations have been administered so far.
Public Health has been working with the Suring School District on providing information and recommendations after three athletes were diagnosed with MRSA, a skin infection resistant to traditional antibiotics.
In the last 12 months Public Health has had an inventory of $176,607 in vaccines.
Brittany Beyer had a favorable 10 month employee evaluation.   

6. Review Strategic Planning Summary
The Board and Managers will review the Strategic Planning items identified by Finance and Personnel and Wages and discuss it at the November meeting.
7. Review Prior Fund Balances
Sherman reviewed the fund balances from 2010 to 2014.   Sherman will add the 2015 estimate and 2016 budgeted amount for the November meeting.

8. Review 2016 Budget Meeting with Finance
Johnson reported the Finance Committee denied the supplemental request for $65,000 and approved the budget as presented.

9. Update on Family Care and ADRC
Reimer reported that Oconto County is fully transitioned to Family Care and the waitlist is down to 55 people.   With the elimination of a waitlist, Helmle reported that Economic Support is receiving all the new requests for people applying for Family Care.     
10. Approve Attending Non-County Meetings
Motion by Barke, second by Lacourciere, to appoint Lemmen to represent the Board at the Healthy Oconto County Community Health Check Up on November 11.    The motion was voted on and carried.

11. Approve Equipment Purchases

12. Approve Legislative Bills
Benesh reported he sent a letter of support of Senate Bill 141 relating to the notification of relatives when placing a child in substitute care.
Benesh also reported that placing 17 year olds back into the juvenile system rather than the adult system has now been introduced as a bill.   Benesh will send an e-mail to our representatives of non-support.
Reimer will research SB 271 relating to reporting by treatment programs using methadone and requiring review of prescription drug monitoring.
13. Approve Client/Operational Contracts 
Motion by Nichols, second by Gohr, to approve a 2014 contract amendment for Steven Klein, PhD.  The motion was voted on and carried.
Motion by Shellman, second by Barke, to approve 2015 contracts with Lund VanDyke, Steve Klein, and Wisconsin Early Autism Program.   The motion was voted on and carried.
14. Approve Proposed Board Appointments and Terms
The Human Services Board is governed by Statute 46.23 which states that the members are appointed by the County Board for alternating three-year terms.    To conform to the statute, Mick and Pytleski propose letting the terms of the six current County Board members expire in April and have the County Board appoint six members.    County Board members interested in serving on the Board would submit a letter of interest to Pytleski.   Depending on the number of persons interested, the County Board could cast a unanimous ballot or vote by ballot.     Pytleski will write up the procedure for the Board’s approval in November.     The County Board Rules will need to be changed before our Board can approve.
