4. Mutual Aid Box Alarm System (MABAS) Conference

7. Active Shooter Exercise for the Courthouse Complex

The committee discussed the need to hold an Active Shooter drill specifically for the courthouse complex.  Possible dates were discussed for this fall.  Treated as information.
8. Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC) Committee List

The committee reviewed the list of names for the LEPC Committee.  Motion by Wellens/Kroll to recommend the list to the county board in August, contingent on LEPC Committee approval.  The motion was voted on and carried. 
9. Code Red Community Notification System Contract 2016-2017

The committee discussed renewal of the Code Red Community Notification System Contract. The current contract is a two year contract for $27,000.  A quote was received from Nextel for a three year lock at the annual rate of $9,000 per year, unlimited minutes, and a startup fee of $700.  Code Red’s renewal offered a three year lock, an additional 12,500 minutes from the original contract, up to 25,000 minutes for 2016, alerts, and a phone app for a cost of $12,000 per year.  Motion by Kroll/Rymer directing Tim Magnin to negotiate new contract terms with Code Red; including the additional 2016 minutes.  The motion was voted on and carried.
