1. Approval of Agenda

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)
Motion by Sleeter, second by Brazeau to approve the minutes of the January 7th, 2015 meeting with a date change to item #11 and #13 being January 21st, 2015.  The motion was voted and carried.

b. Wisconsin Public Service Rate Update
The Public Service Commission recently issued the final order for WPS 2015 rates. Electric rates in 2015 will have an increase of 2.5% and a decrease for natural gas of 4%.
c. Winter Availability Rates – State 
The 2014-2015 Winter availability rates for the 10 state sections of roads will be paid to the county in the amount of $3527 per truck/section along with $603 for the anti-icing unit for a total payment of $35,873.
d. PBM Projects
Scanlan shared the award of Performance Based Maintenance projects for the upcoming construction season. Oconto County was awarded a sealing project of 7.1 miles on US 41 and a joint repair project on USH 141 from Abrams to the county line.
e. Scanlan read a letter copied to him regarding a Town of Abrams resident with concerns regarding their mailbox being hit by a township plow truck.
f. The county overtime hours report was reviewed in detail. Highway department overtime hours are majority all weather related.
5. Approve Contract for Sign Distribution - WisDOT
