1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Gryboski to approve the agenda as read. The motion was voted and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)
Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Gryboski to approve the minutes of the December 17, 2014 meeting with a correction to item #13 being State Statutes is 350.02 (4).  The motion was voted and carried.
3. Approve the Vouchers for Payment
Motion by Brazeau, second by Sleeter to approve the vouchers for payment. The motion was voted and carried.
4. Communications
a. PBM Evaluation
Scanlan shared that the WisDOT will be presenting the Performance Based Maintenance project evaluation results at highway conference next week.
b. Snowmobile Route Request
Scanlan sent a denial letter to David Zimmerman with the Chase Sno-Chasers club explaining that per State Statues 350.02 (4) the county will not authorize a designated route on County Highway C.
c. R-5 Used Oil 
David Feemster - Rock Oil Refining has informed the highway department of a significant price reduction in the R-5 used fuel oil. This is the burner fuel the County uses when operating the hot mix plant. 
5. Update Commissioner of Railroads
Jeffrey Plale, with the Commissioner of Railroads sent notice of adequate warning devices at the grade crossing of the Escanaba & Lake Superior Railroad Co. tracks with five roads in the Towns of Little Suamico and Abrams being Allen Road, CTH S, CTH D, Main Street, and CTH E.
6. Approve Pit Contract / Agreement
Motion by Sleeter, second by Brazeau to approve the Blazek pit contract and agreement for 2015-2016. The motion was voted and carried.
7. Update County Highway I
Scanlan shared that all signs are in place for the old Fireside Road, now County Highway I. The highway department is waiting for an arrow sign from WisDOT to be placed on State Highway 22. The fire numbers have also been switched out. 
8. Utility Conference Conflict
The utility conference is scheduled for January 22nd which is the same day as County Board therefore no committee members will be attending for 2015.
9. Update on Highway Conference
Scanlan gave the committee highway conference agendas and confirmed travel plans to Wisconsin Dells.
10. Update on Authorization to Advertise for Operator 1 Positions
Scanlan shared that at the Personnel & Wage committee meeting it was approved to recommend to County Board, advertising for Operator 1 positions with a wage range of Grade F, Steps 8-11. 
11. Review Status of Solicitation of Interest – Bridge Design
Scanlan has been working with Rich Glen-JT Engineering (WisDOT program manager) through the requirements and will be updating at the February 4, 2015 highway meeting.
12. Announcements/General Information (No action to be taken)
a. Scanlan will be meeting with Robert E. Lee & Associates to view county highways that provide access to federal lands for a potential funding opportunity from the USDA.
b. A notice was received from WisDOT that Mike Berg will be retiring after 32 years of service.
c. Scanlan shared that Oconto County has a $88,233 balance in the WisDOT Local Force Accounts for future projects.
d. Scanlan will be providing a quote to remove remaining items at one of the homes near the future Law Enforcement Center.
