2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)

B. County Board members who are interested in running for the Highway Committee must submit a letter to the County Clerk in writing 5 business days before the election of the Highway Committee of their intent to run for a seat on the Highway Committee. C. Annual appointment of all other committees by chairperson and vice chairperson and adjournment of meeting until such time later in day when said assignment is completed.
