2. Bid Opening – CTH H Reconstruction Project / Award Bid

A. Local Programs & Finance – Wisconsin Department of Transportation
Bob Reed, Program Officer sent notice that due to recent changes in WisDOT financial systems and processes for tracking project costs, all state municipal agreements for the Local Bridge Improvement Assistance Program will include a total federal funding cap now.
