1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Brazeau to approve the agenda as read. The motion was voted and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)
Motion by Sleeter, second by Gryboski to approve the minutes of the March 18, 2015 meeting. The motion was voted and carried.
3. Approve the Vouchers for Payment

5. Risk Management Report
Kevin Hamann gave the annual property/liability and work comp updated along with a history dating back to 2005.
6. 8:20 a.m. – 1:40 p.m. Highway Operator I Position Interviews
Fourteen interviews were performed for the highway operator I positions.  
7. Rate Applicants / Conditional Offer of Employment – Highway Operator I Positions
After rating each of the individuals who interviewed, the highway committee compiled a list of eight eligible candidates. Motion by Sleeter, second by Gryboski that contingent upon successfully passing a background check and pre-employment physicals, offers will be made to the top two along with a third candidate contingent upon wage/personal approval to fill another vacancy on April 7th. The motion was voted and carried.
8. Review / Approve Application for Special Events
a. American Legion Post #342
A request for department authorization and assistance on Memorial Day 2015 was received by the Lena American Legion Post #342 for parking along CTH-A at the St. Charles Cemetery, 2.0 miles east of Lena for the public to attend the military rights ceremony for Pvt. Kramer. Scanlan has contacted Clark Longsine of the Sheriff’s department for their assistance with traffic control in that area during the event.
b. Conquer Suring Hill
The Business Association of Suring Area Inc. has requested and received approval from the WisDOT to hold a 5k walk/run on September 5th, 2015 within the State Highway 32 right of way and is requesting assistance from the highway department for required signs to be placed within the area.
Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Brazeau to approve the American Legion Post #342 and the Business Association of Suring Area, Inc.’s requests. The motion was voted and carried.
9. Approve Appointments for Highway Operator II Positions
Motion by Sleeter, second by Korzeniewski to approve the appointments of Matt Wendt and Brent Lemorande to the Highway Operator II positions and contingent upon wage/personal approval on April 7th of the third opening, Mark Fisher be appointed to the third open Operator II position. The motion was voted and carried.
10. Discuss WisDOT Route Classification Status
Derek Weyer with the WiDOT sent the route classifications of the county roads within Oconto County. Scanlan pointed out some discrepancies and will continue to update the highway committee.

11. Signal Cost Share Request- City of Oconto
Motion by Gryboski, second by Brazeau that contingent no funds were received from WisDOT during and as part of the jurisdictional transfer Highway 41 / CTH-Y, the county will share in the utility cost for traffic signals with the City of Oconto. The motion was voted and carried.
