1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Gryboski to approve the agenda as read. The motion was voted and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)
Motion by Brazeau, second by Gryboski to approve the minutes of the April 1, 2015 meeting. The motion was voted and carried.

Scanlan reviewed the procedure in which the highway committee has been following when the bids are opened and awarded being a premium to the low bidder and low bid is matched by other vendor.
Motion by Gryboski, second by Korzeniewski to award 75% of PG58-28 and HFE-1000 to Flint Hills and 25% of PG58-28 to Meigs contingent that Meigs match low bid price of $524.21 per ton. The motion was voted and carried.
Motion by Brazeau, second by Gryboski to award Henry G. Meigs bid for CRS-2 and HFRS-2P at a $2.4130/gallon. The motion was voted and carried.
7. 10:00 a.m. – Bid Opening – Burner Fuel
Three bids were received and are as follows:

Motion by Gryboski, second by Brazeau to approve the City of Gillett’s request of using highway department signs for setting up a detour on Saturday, July 4th, 2015 from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m. The motion was voted and carried.

Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Gryboski to approve LFA project ID # 1150-70-60 for $89,455 to crack fill on USH 41. The motion was voted and carried.

Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Brazeau to approve the submission of a PBM project to the Wisconsin Department of Transportation for asphalt pavement rout and sealing on STH 22 between Gillett and Oconto Falls. The motion was voted and carried.

The highway committee signed employee status change forms for three highway operator I employees being approved for highway operator II positions.
