1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Sleeter, second by Gryboski to approve the agenda as read. The motion was voted and carried.
A. Change of Sequence-none

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)
Motion by Brazeau, second by Korzeniewski to approve the minutes of the April 15, 2015 meeting. The motion was voted and carried.
3. Approve the Vouchers for Payment
Motion by Sleeter, second by Gryboski to approve the vouchers for payment. The motion was voted and carried.
4. Communications
a. Town of Pensaukee
Scanlan shared that the Town of Pensaukee would like a quote from the highway department to demo the old Melottes building that was turned over to the town. Scanlan suggested a Phase I be completed and has contacted Mark Shuster with REL to obtain additional information.  He will keep the highway committee updated as things progress.
b. Intersection of County Road G & St. Bernadette Road
Scanlan received a call from Sheriff Jensen regarding the possibility of making the above listed intersection a right turn no stop due to people not actually stopping. After discussion it was felt for safety reasons this intersection needs to be left as it is.
c. Accident – Calumet County
Scanlan shared that Calumet County had a tragic week after losing one of their highway department employees while he was running the broom during a shoulder operation job. A vehicle hit the broom from behind and caused it to roll.
d. City of Oconto
A notice was received from the City of Oconto’s Utility Commission informing the County that Well #7 located on VanHecke Avenue has exceeded the Radium level. This well has been shut down.
e. 2016 Administrative Rate
The State of Wisconsin has announced that the 2016 administrative rate has been calculated to 4.34%.
5. Approve 2014 Financial Book
Zerbe presented the 2014 financial book. After discussion, motion by Brazeau, second by Korzeniewski to approve the 2014 Financial Book. The motion was voted and carried.
6. Approve LTE Summer Hires
Motion by Sleeter, second by Gryboski to approve a pool of seven applicants for the five open Summer LTE positions and 10 returning 2014 LTE hires. The motion was voted and carried.
7. Review/Approve PBM (Performance Based Maintenance) Contract - WisDOT
Motion by Brazeau, second by Korzeniewski to approve the submittal of PBM projects being the rout and seal contract, and concrete contract with the WisDOT. The motion was voted and carried.
8. Update IOH – Implements of Husbandry
Scanlan has received and processed many IOH applications from within the county. He explained in detail the denials and approvals.
9. Review / Approve Proposed Roadwork - 2015
Motion by Korzniewski, second by Brazeau to approve the proposed county roadwork list as being CTH-B (CTH ZZ to Marinette Line), CTH-I (STH 22 to CTH A), CTH-J (CTH A to Williams Ln), CTH-V (CTH U to CTH H) and CTH-EE (CTH E to West of Bridge) for a total of 11.98 miles as well as the finish lift on CTH-J from Sampson Road to Kozlowski. The motion was voted and carried.

The highway committee signed employee status forms for three new highway operator I employees.
Reminder that the Regional Commissioners / Committee members meeting is taking place tomorrow in Sturgeon Bay. 
Scanlan shared the entitlement balances for bridge projects and STP-Rural projects.
