1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Christianson to approve the agenda as read. The motion was voted and carried.
A. Change of Sequence – none.
B. Remove Items-none
2. WisDOT NE Region Officials Meeting
Will Dorsey opened the WisDOT update discussing the long term transportation funding needs and the shortage of funds. There is a legislative audit being completed at WisDOT for all of 2016. 
Al Rommel discussed/reviewed projects taking place within Oconto County from 2016-2022. Handouts were provided for reference.
Brian Brock reviewed planning studies that have taken place to assist WisDOT to be more proactive with scheduling phases for projects and needs.
Kurt Wranovsky thanked the highway department for work quality and being easy to do business with.
Additional discussion took place relative to the CTH I and STH 22 intersection in Oconto Falls and the accidents. Additional options will be reviewed with that upcoming project. Scanlan also mentioned the lack of mowing operations within the county on the state system and safety concerns.

4. Approve the Vouchers for Payment

A. U. S. Department of Agriculture sent paperwork for permanent base acre reduction for county owned land near the pit operations.
B. Reviewed the Highway Departments continuity of operations (COOP) / continuity of government (COG) operations plan which has been submitted to the administrative coordinators office.

The motion was voted and carried.
10. Discuss / Act Upon – Memorandum of Agreement – N.E.W. Riders / ATV Club
After review and discussion of the Memorandum of Agreement with N.E.W. Riders / ATV Club, motion by Sleeter, second by Christianson to approve with special noting to item B within the memorandum of agreement, to travel on CTH G from St. Bernadette Road to North Kelly Lake Road for a distance of 1.30 miles. The motion was voted and carried.

a. Stranz verified that Scanlan spoke to the Forestry Department regarding the upcoming work on the shooting range.
b. Stranz discussed potential clean up work on abandon homes / properties within the city and county. Still working out the details.
