TIME MEETING BEGAN: 9:00 A.M.
1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Brazeau, second by Sleeter to approve the agenda as read. The motion was voted and carried.
A. Change of Sequence-none
B. Remove Items-none
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)
Motion by Sleeter, second by Brazeau to approve the minutes of the May 6, 2015 meeting as read with a correction to item 4 (a) being spelling of Schuster. The motion was voted and carried.
Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Sleeter to approve the minutes of the May 19th & May 20th, 2015 road review minutes as printed. The motion was voted and carried.
3. Approve the Vouchers for Payment
Motion by Sleeter, second by Korzeniewski to approve the vouchers for payment. The motion was voted and carried.
4. Communications
a. Memo – Wisconsin Counties Association
Monday, June 22nd a seminar is taking place in Stevens Point by the WCA for Implements of Husbandry.
b. Town of Pensaukee
Scanlan has had correspondence with Dennis Clark, chairman of the Town of Pensaukee regarding the removal of the old Melotte’s building. Several things are being discussed but nothing is agreed upon at this time. 
c. Notice of Public Hearings
Scanlan requested an update from Ragen & Sleeter concerning the application for a conditional use permit for a retail or wholesale business for the sale of used cars located at 16497 County Road W. This location will be by appointment only.
d. Notice – Wisconsin Counties Association are seeking nominations for second vice-president, steering committee membership as well as presidential appointments to the WCA Board of Directors.
5. Review STP Submissions
a. The CTH H bridge application was submitted to the WisDOT with a total cost estimated at $712,570 and completion year of 2019. This bridge was built in 1938 with a current load posting of 40 ton. The project is a total bridge replacement and is 80% federal and 20% local funding. Also, the design is estimated to cost $110,000 and is also 80/20.
Any other STP submissions will be for resurfacing projects that were originally built with these type funds in the past so that they already meet State standards. Once the road review ratings are final, those applications will be submitted.
6. Approve LFA Agreement - WisDOT
Motion by Brazeau, second by Korzeniewski to approve Project ID 1150-70-60 for $89,455 on USH 41 crack filling work with the State of Wisconsin. The motion was voted and carried.
7. Approve PBM (Performance Based Maintenance) Contracts - WisDOT
a. Motion by Sleeter, second by Brazeau to approve Project ID 0549-42-31 for $90,272 on USH 141 (Abrams to NCL) of concrete pavement repair with the WisDOT. The motion was voted and carried.
b. Motion by Brazeau, second by Sleeter to approve Project ID 0549-42-01 for $24,759.41 on STH 22 (Gillett to Oconto Falls) for asphalt pavement rout and seal work with the WisDOT. The motion was voted and carried.
c. Motion by Korzeniewski, second by Sleeter to approve submittal of WisDOT future PBM projects; one for bridge deck work within various locations in Marinette County; and the other project on STH 32 (Lakewood to Townsend) for asphalt pavement rout and seal. The motion was voted and carried.
8. Discuss Speed Zone Request – CTH G – Kelly Lake
Scanlan updated the highway committee that he had an additional 25 mph speed limit sign placed on CTH G, closer to CTH M where there was concern of speeding. He has not received any further calls or emails regarding the speed complaints.
9. Discuss ATV-UTV Route Request – CTH G – Kelly Lake
Scanlan received an email from Roger Birr of North Kelly Lake Road indicating he was asked to represent a number of ATV owners around Kelly Lake to use the roadways, and boost business at the Lake. They would like use of 1 1/3 miles on CTH G to access Kwik Stop, Romy’s Kelly Lake Holiday Inn and Viz’s Kelly Lake Bar. After discussion, motion by Sleeter, second by Korzeniewski to send Roger Birr a letter explaining that due to many safety concerns it was decided to deny this request. The motion was voted and carried.
10. Update Roadwork/LEC Demo
The paving crew finished with the Chute Pond Park this week and is currently working on CTH J (CTH A to Williams Lane). They will then move to CTH B (CTH ZZ to Marinette Line) for pulverizing & paving project.
Scanlan is having equipment sent tomorrow to the LEC location in the City of Oconto to remove the two homes and the Land Conservation office. 
11. Highway Commissioner Evaluation
Motion by Sleeter, second by Korzeniewski to approve the Highway Commissioner evaluation. The motion was voted and carried.
12. Approve Employee Evaluations
Motion by Brazeau, second by Korzeniewski to approve highway department employee evaluations. The motion was voted and carried.
13. Announcements/General Information (No action to be taken)
Scanlan shared that a Shawano County highway department employee lost his life while at work on State Highway 47 last week.
14. Set Next Meeting Date
Next meeting is scheduled for July 8th, 2015 at 9:00 A.M. A reminder that the summer highway conference is taking place from June 8-10, 2015.
