TIME MEETING BEGAN: 9:00 A.M.
1. Approval of Agenda
Motion by Sleeter, second by Stranz to approve the agenda as read. The motion was voted and carried.
A. Change of Sequence-none
B. Remove Items-none
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Enc.)
Motion by Brazeau, second by Korzeniewski to approve the minutes of the August 12, 2015 meeting as read. The motion was voted and carried.
3. Approve the Vouchers for Payment
Motion by Brazeau, second by Korzeniewski to approve the vouchers for payment. The motion was voted and carried.
4. Communications
a. WisDOT Task List
Scanlan reviewed a task list of work types within regions that WisDOT has indicated county forces can’t complete. Work regarding this subject will be continuous and Scanlan will update.
b. Public Meeting – Wisconsin State Highway 22
Construction will take place in 2017 for 4.2 miles of WIS 22 from Highland Drive to US 141 in the City of Oconto Falls and towns of Stiles and Oconto Falls. The meeting is open to the public and is taking place on Wednesday, September 23, 2015 at the Oconto Falls High School from 5 to 7 p.m.
c. Town of Mountain - Request
A request was received by the Town of Mountain to discontinue the road right of way for a portion of Dewey Street. All land owners with property abutting this portion of Dewey Street must be notified. A map was enclosed with the request along with indicating either in favor or against this action. The highway committee is in favor of the Town’s request.
d. District Attorney Notification
Scanlan received notice of the disposition for Court Case No. 2015CM000033.

5. Discuss Excess Right of Way – CTH S & CTH K
Scanlan brought forth information requests for 2 petitioners requesting as to how to obtain excess right of way along their property. Motion by Stranz, second by Brazeau to dispose of excess right of way thru proper process and to advise petitioners to start the process. The motion was voted and carried.
6. Discuss / Committee Approval To Fill Positions
Scanlan shared the two retirement notifications taking place December of this year, opening the Patrol Superintendent and Hot Mix Operations Foreman positions. Both of these positions will be filled from within the Highway Department by appointment of the Highway Commissioner and Highway Committee. This will open two Operator II positions that will be posted within the County and filled, essentially opening two Operator I positions to be filled as soon as possible for training. Motion by Brazeau, second by Sleeter to recommend filling two Operator I positions early for training to the Wage/Personal Committee. The motion was voted and carried.
7. Update Local Roads Improvement Project Program
Scanlan shared that the LRIP meeting is scheduled for September 22, 2015 at the How Community Building for 6:30 pm. All the materials were received from the WisDOT just recently for the presentation to the townships.
8. Update Conditional Use Permit – Blazek Pit
The Blazek Pit conditional use permit expires in October. Scanlan will again be the acting agent for the Blazek’s and attend the Town of Spruce and Board of Adjustments meetings for the renewal of the permit.
9. Discuss CTH – BB / City of Gillett Meeting
The City of Gillett is planning improvement to their Main Street / CTH BB possibly in 2019 and 2020. Scanlan informed the Highway Committee of this potential cooperative shared project for the future.
10. Grader Contract – Brooks Equipment
The 5 year motor grader buy back option contract will be expiring. Brooks has offered to extent this contract for another 3 years. Motion by Sleeter, second by Stranz to approve another 3 year contract with Brooks Equipment for a new grader each year except for tires and snow equipment being 2016-$3700; 2017-$4000; and 2018-$4300. The motion was voted and carried.
11. Update Roadwork / Bridge Contracts
Scanlan shared in detail the county roads that have been paved, stripped and shouldered to date. Several DMA State projects are currently being completed. The paving crew is in the City of Oconto Falls this week and will be paving in the City of Oconto next week.
Scanlan informed the Highway Committee that the WisDOT has now scheduled the Sleeter Road Bridge replacement for 2016, which means the Safer Bridge account has been adjusted for 2016 budget.
The bridge audit that took place on August 12th by the State went well.
12. 10:00 a.m. – Hidden Bear ATV/UTV Club & OECD – CTH W Access Request
After much discussion, information shared by both Sheriff Jansen, Hidden Bear ATV/UTV Club members and Paul Ehrfurth, a motion was made by Sleeter, second by Stranz to establish an application to designate an ATV/UTV route for a CTH segment and Memorandum of Understanding Agreement with the Clubs along with Corporation Counsel approval. The motion was voted and carried.
Scanlan and Zerbe will be establishing a policy for ATV use on County Highways within Oconto County for highway committee approval.
