Konitzer reported the influenza season is upon us; higher number of hospitalizations this year. There have been outbreaks reported in long-term care facilities. Facilities are handling properly. School clinics have been done at all five Oconto County schools; just over 1600 children vaccinated. Konitzer verified with schools on closing policies due to illnesses. To date, Oconto County has not had any school closings.

Human Services, Emergency Management, & the Red Cross are beginning to have meetings to look at displacement plans within the county.
