Starting October 13, 2015 the Oconto County Public Health will visit Oconto County schools to offer FREE flu vaccines to all students 3 years to 18 years of age in Early Childhood (EC)-12th grade.    County Board flu shots will be given at the October 22, 2015 meeting.  Vaccines requiring follow up shots will be given in January (2nd dose) and May (3 dose).  1,600 children were vaccinated in 2014, expecting more with meningitis and influenza break outs.
