Concern expressed about high percentage of inmates awaiting trial.  Working on trying to improve process.
6. Mental Health in Jails
Discussed how mental health issues affect jail population, how we treat inmates with mental health issues, and the cost of such.
7. Volunteers in Probation Program
Financial situation has improved and program scheduled to continue, at least, temporarily.  Discussed having Volunteer in Probation presentation at a future Bar meeting, probably May 12.
8. Failure to Pay Alternatives
Due to large amount of uncollected fines, discussed alternatives to fines and serving jail time.  Discussed a day to allow person to come in and make arrangements to pay in order to cancel warrants.  Marinette County recently held.
