1. Approval of Agenda

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to move agenda item #16 after #5.  Motion voted on and carried.

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to remove item #2.  Election was held at the May 2016 meeting.  Motion voted on and carried.
Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Pott to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion voted on and carried.

3. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Encl.)
Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the Minutes of May 4, 2016 and May 18, 2016.  Motion voted on and carried.

Dave Borisch presented the Land Information Systems and Foresty & Parks bills for committee approval.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to approve the bills.  Motion voted on and carried.

5. Communications

16. Meet with representatives of City of Oconto regarding county owned tax delinquent parcels
Sara Perrizo stated that the City has received many complaints on the tax deed properties at 123 Second St., 502 Fourth St., and 1028 McDonald St.  These properties have been on the land sale for many years.  Discussion on cost sharing the expenses to secure and clean up the properties.   Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to approve cost sharing the expenses for maintaining the three tax deed properties in the City of Oconto to a maximum of $800.  Motion voted on and carried.
6. CLOSED SESSION:  The Committee may convene into closed session pursuant to WI Stat 19.85(1)(e) for the purpose of deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties because competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.
Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to convene into close session.   Roll Call Vote:  Buhrandt, Pott, Sekela, Stranz and Zoeller all voting aye, no nays, motion carried.

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to award Timber Sale S1 to Pomeroy.  Motion voted on and carried.

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to instruct Corp Counsel, to counter Mr. Roover’s offer with the original offer.  Motion voted on and carried. 
10. Anderson Lake Landing – Roy Peterson’s Proposal.  Action, if necessary.
Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to decline Mr. Peterson’s offer to purchase the Anderson Lake Landing property.  Motion voted on and carried.

12. Wetland Restoration for Northern Pike.  Action, if necessary
Ken Dolata gave a presentation on doing a Wetland Restoration for Northern Pike on County Property along Frog Pond Rd. and Pine Rd.  Land is poor quality for timber growth.  The wetland restoration would cover 4.1 acres on the northern portion of timber sale #276-14.   Moved by Pott, seconded by Zoeller to approve the Wetland Restoration for Northern Pike on the northern 4.1 acres of timber sale 279-14.  Motion voted on and carried.  
13. Request from WI Dept. of Transportation and Highway Dept. to close BB Park during bridge deck replacement.  Action, if necessary.
Received a request to close BB Park from the WI Dept. of Transportation and the Hwy Dept.  The bridge deck will be replaced in 2017 and the request is to close the park during construction, roughly 40 days.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Zoeller to close BB Park during the bridge deck replacement.  Motion voted on and carried.

14. Land Information Systems Reorganization
Kevin Hamann discussed the packet that was handed out on the revised Land Information Systems Reorganization.  Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the Land Information Systems reorganization plan presented by Kevin Hamann and request him to take it to Wages & Personnel.  Motion voted on and carried.

17. Tax Evictions
Brian Gross reported on the eviction of the residents of the Stiles tax deed property.  This property was a buy back that was never followed through with last month.  

18. Recreation Officer Report
Deputy Sherman reported that he assisted in a missing persons search.  He reported that there is a problem with parking at the Pensaukee Boat Landing.  Signs aren’t posted so he doesn’t have the ability to enforce or cite.  It’s been busy at the parks, with over a 110+ trucks at NBS Memorial Day weekend.  Stated that that the DNR is still having registration problems with the new program.  ATV’s are coming back as boats or unregistered. Troy Sherman also stated that he’s attended and completed a water search and rescue training.  Will be able to assist in those types of calls.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Zoeller to accept the Recreation Officer’s report.  Motion voted on and carried.

19. Forest & Parks Administrator Report
Dave Borisch reported on the 7 active timber sales, the increase in park activity and stated the new mowers have been picked up.  The trailer has been ordered and should be ready in 6 weeks.  Machickanee Association donated $5,000 toward the Handicapped fishing pier Reported on the dams.  Discussion was held on the bathrooms at Chute Pond.  It was recommended that a handicapped accessible portable toilet be placed at the field house.  Discussion was held on expanding and renovating Pensaukee boat landing.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Buhrandt to accept the Forest & Parks Administrator’s report.  Motion voted on and carried.
20. LIS Administrator Report
Brian Gross informed the Committee that Jared Thomson, Physical Address Coordinator/Mapping Technician started yesterday.  He reported that there is an increase in  physical address applications, deed transfers, certified survey map and county plat submittals.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the LIS Administrator’s report.  Motion voted on and carried.

21. WDNR Liaison Report
Shelley Wrzochalski reported that the time commitment of 1028 hours/year has been met.  Fire calls are low in Oconto County and throughout the State.  She reported there were 92 fires affecting 77 ½ acres in Oconto County and 500 fires affecting 525 acres in the State.  She informed the committee that a semi-trailer will be available for tires collected on County/State and Federal lands.  There will be no fee assessed to the county for disposal of the tires.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Zoeller to accept the WDNR Liaison’s report.  Discussion was held on the Fall Timber Sale.  Motion voted on and carried.

23. Machickanee Forest Shooting Range Update – 10:00 AM
Dave Borisch reported that the utility easement for Oconto Electric Corp passed County Board.  He met with Pat Scanlan from the Hwy Dept. and supplied him with the cut and fill maps.  Pat felt the project expected to be complete by fall.  Received a quote of $2,100 from NSite to install the DSL cable which will be installed in conjunction with the electrical installation. Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the NSite quote of $2,100 to install the DSL cable.  Motion voted on and carried.  
24. Land Sale

a. Review Unsold Land Sale Parcels.  Action, if necessary.
Brian Grosse presented the committee with a sealed bid on existing Land Sale #9 – parcel #030-050501534A in the Town of Oconto.   The bid was submitted by Andrew Derstine for $40,000. The minimum bid on this sale is $45,000.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to reject the bid because it does not meet the minimum bid requirement.  Motion voted on and carried.

b. 2016 Regular Land Sale.  Action, if necessary.
Jayme DeHut handed out the preliminary land sale book for the committee to review.  He indicated that sales 1-20 have been on previous land sales and the minimum bid has been reduced.  Sales 21-37 were new parcels that will be added to the new land sale for 2016.  Discussion was held on the properties and the minimum bids.  The committee made changes to minimum bids and moved 3 sales to lands reserved.  After those changes are made, a new book will be presented to the Committee for final approval at the July meeting.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to accept the land sale book with the discussed changes in the minimum bid price and to move sale 13, 23 & 24 to lands reserved.  Motion voted on and carried.  
25. Position Recruitments
a. Forest, Parks & Recreation Administrator

Dave Borisch reported that 8 applications were received for the Forest, Parks & Recreation Administrator’s position.  Of those 8 applications, there were 4 qualified applicants.  Discussion was held on the interview process.  Moved by Stanz, seconded by Pott to have Greg Sekela, Allan Stranz, Kevin Hamann and Dave Borisch conduct interviews on June 13, 2016 and to authorize Dave Borisch to re-advertise, up to a step 6, if a qualified applicant doesn’t accept the position.  Motion voted on and carried.
b. Clerk-Typist II
Dave Borisch stated that Michelle Seefeldt accepted the Clerk Typist II position and has waived the 2 week trial period.  Pat Virtues commented that the clerical positions in the Department work closely together, each position being able to help and back up the other.  Some of the Application Support duties may still be handled by Michelle.

Dave Borisch handed out information that Greg wished to discuss regarding selling surplus county land as part of strategic planning.
