5. Meet with Corporation Counsel re:  White Potato Lake Tax Deed Property 
Chery Mick, Corp Counsel, informed the Committee that she received a request from Tim Roovers, inquiring on renting a lot.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to enter into an agreement with Tim Roovers to rent a lot at the current rate.  Corp. Counsel gave an update on the litigation proceedings and feels we should have judgement and be able to close in August.

Dave Borisch presented the Forest & Parks bills for committee approval.  Brian Gross presented the Land Information Systems bills for committee approval.  Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Stranz to approve the bills.  Motion voted on and carried.

7. Meet with Chute Lake Protection & Rehabilitation District #1.  Action, if necessary
Julie Janquardt and Floyd Schmidt presented the Committee with information on the District’s request for additional funding.  No additional funding from the County will be provided; however, the District would be able set up donation collections at the campground.  The district will report back with what will be placed at the campground.

10. Meet with representatives of Town of Townsend re:  County owned property
Committee met with Bruce Karow, Townsend Chairman and Dave Christianson in regard to County tax deed property on McCaslin Brook.  The Town would like to turn the property into a park.  Moved by Stranz, seconded Buhrandt to recommend to the County Board to convey Parcel #042-333302012B to the Town of Townsend with the condition if the Town no longer maintains the property as a park, it reverts back to Oconto County.  Motion voted on and carried.
11. Memorandum of Understanding with Town of Brazeau
The Committee reviewed the memorandum of understanding between Oconto County and the Town of Brazeau on the pedestrian trail at the base of Butler Rock.  Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Pott to approve the Memorandum of Understanding for the pedestrian trail at the base of Butler Rock.  Motion voted on and carried.
12. Recreation Officer Report
Deputy Sherman reported there have been complaints of shooting in the Machickanee.  Participated in Operation Dry Water with the United States Cost Guard.  No OWI’s were issued in Oconto County.  There is an issue of Enduro’s being operated on state trails.  Troy has been stopping at dealerships informing them where they can ride.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to accept the Recreation Officer’s report.  Motion voted on and carried.

13. Forest & Parks Administrator Report
Dave Borisch handed out and discussed the Timber Sale Financial Report.  He thanked Troy Sherman for setting up the hand gun training for forestry crew.  Dave reported that the crew has been busy with parks and boat landing maintenance.  Weso Dam was plugged by beavers but has been cleaned out and is being monitored.  A flood warning was issued for Oconto County on June 27th because of the heavy rain fall.  There was a section of the recreation trail between Oconto and Stiles that was closed due to a major wash out.  The section will be repaired as soon as things are dry enough for dump trucks to access the area.  Is continuing to work with Crest on the agreement for the Chute Pond showers.  Per the agreement, the showers will be completed by August 24, 2016.  The new Forest and Parks Administrator will start on July 11, 2016.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to accept the Forest & Parks Administrator’s report.  Motion voted on and carried.
14. LIS Administrator Report
Brian Gross reported that he and Dave Borisch secured the three mentioned tax deed properties in the City of Oconto.  He stated that the City of Oconto cleaned up the properties and cut the brush.  Brian stated that there was no need to bill the City of Oconto as they had as much time and effort put into cleaning up the properties as the County did.  Brian stated they received a request to remove a tree on the White Potato Lake Property.  The Forest & Parks crew inspected the tree and didn’t feel it needed to be removed immediately.  Discussion was held on maintenance of the properties taken on tax deed and reserved lands.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Pott to accept the LIS Administrator’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.  
15. WDNR Liaison Report
Shelley Wrzochalski reported they’ve met the time commitment.  The Rough Grouse Association had a work date on June 18th to improve an opening.  Shelley stated that the tire collection was a success and will try to coordinate a trailer every spring.  She commented that the Governor’s budget has a provision to move the DNR headquarters from Madison to Northern Wisconsin; Crandon and Lena were presented.  Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Buhrandt to accept the WDNR Liaison’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.

Dave Borisch reported that the right-of-way easement for Oconto Electric Coop. has been filed with the Register of Deeds.  The Right-of-Way work will begin mid-July and is working with the Highway Department to schedule the range construction in September.  Discussion held on talking with gun shops to go over rules and regulations.  Committee members will attend the Town of Morgan and Town of Abrams meeting to give up-dates when the range is near completion.

Opened bid on Land Sale #9.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to accept the bid from Andrew Derstine for $45,000 for Land Sale #9 in the Town of Oconto – Parcel #030-050501534A.  Motion voted on and carried.

Jayme DeHut presented the 2016 Land Sale book for review and discussion was held.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the 2016 Land Sale book as presented with the removal of sale #3 (sale #9) as long as funds are received for purchase of sale #9 and report the same to County Board.  Motion voted on and carried.

Dave reported that the Forest & Parks employee job descriptions need to be updated to include Good Neighbor Authority and stewardship.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Pott to update and rescore the Forest & Parks employee job descriptions to include GNA and stewardship.  Motion voted on and carried.
