2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to approve the Minutes of July 6, 2016.  Motion voted on and carried.
3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of July/August
Monty Brink presented the Forest & Parks bills for committee approval.  Brian Gross presented the Land Information Systems bills for committee approval.  Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Stranz to approve the bills.  Motion voted on and carried.

7. Buy Backs
Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to approve buy back for parcel #042-090901412 for Mark Zullner contingent on all taxes and fees are paid.  Motion voted on and carried.

9. LIS Administrator Report
Brian Gross stated that tax deed sale #19 has been finalized and the deed recorded.  The new Physical Address Coordinator/Mapping Technician is doing well – is an asset to the department.  Motion by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to accept the LIS Administrator’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.  
10. Recreation Officer Report
It’s been a busy month.  The warm humid temperatures bring an increase in boaters and a decrease of ATV trail usage.  Attended the WATVA meeting with Monty on July 30, 2016 in Townsend.  Still getting calls of people using the shooting range and riding ATV’s in the Machickanee.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Stranz to accept the Recreation Officer’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried. 
11. Forest & Parks Administrator Report
Monty Brink updated the Committee on his first couple of weeks as the new Forest & Parks Administrator.  He’s been busy making contacts, getting adjusted and acquainted with the program.  He stated that the temporary work schedule set up for the forestry crew to work 4-10 hour days will now become permanent and the Employee Handbook will be updated.  The Oconto River State Trail has been rerouted because of the wash out.  Monty received a request to use the ATV trail from Shawano Line Rd to Quarterline Rd. for a memorial tractor ride.  Discussion was held on the Chute Pond Seasonal Campground.  Moved by Zoeller, seconded Stranz to accept the Forest & Parks Administrator’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.
12. WDNR Liaison Report
Shelley Wrzochalski reported that 10% of the time commitment has been used in field work for the fall timber sale.  One of the red oak shelter cuts will be starting soon.  With the amount of heavy rain fall in the last couple of months, fires have not been a concern. However, the combination of the heavy rain and heavy equipment could negatively impact the timber sales.   Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to accept the WDNR Liaison’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried

Cheryl Mick, Corp. Counsel, reported that the Lis Pendens was filed on August 1, 2016 and should be able to close by the end of August.
6. Chute Pond Shower Building – Crest Agreement

Monty updated the committee on the Chute Pond Shower Building project.  Discussion held on terms and options of the agreement.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to terminate the agreement with Crest Precast, Inc. if communication isn’t received by August 5, 2016.  Motion voted on and carried. 
7. Discuss Tax Deed Procedure
Discussion was held on the tax deed procedure.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Stranz to postpone until the next meeting when the treasurer is available.  
16. Machickanee Forest Shooting Range Update – 10:00 AM
Monty Brink reported that the forestry crew re-secured the Machickanee Shooting Range after the reported shootings out at the range.  The transformers and DSL line are installed and Monty is meeting with Northern Security for a quote on the camera installation.  If everything stays on schedule; hope to have the range open by mid-November.

18. Vacation variance request – Forest & Parks Administrator.  Action, if necessary.
Monty Brink submitted a one week vacation variance request.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to take the Forest & Parks Administrator’s variance request to Wages & Personnel Committee.  Motion voted on and carried.  
19. Abandoned Personal Property – Chute Pond.  Action, if necessary.
Monty Brink reported that personal property has been abandoned at the Chute Pond Seasonal Camp ground.  Discussion was held on abandoned personal property. Decision was made to address the situation after October 2, 2016 when all of personal property is required to be removed from each site.  
20. Sustainable Forestry Grant/Project Loan.  Action, if necessary.
Monty Brink made a request to apply for a Sustainable Forestry Grant/Project Loan to purchase a tractor, rotary mower and boom.  Currently the 37.01miles of county forest road right of way is maintained with a dozer.  Discussion was held on cost, justification of the purchase and usage.  The Committee requested additional information to justify replacing the existing system.
21. Oconto River State Trail – ATV access.  Action, if necessary.

Lloyd Heier, City of Oconto Mayor; Sara Perrizo, City of Oconto Administrator and Dave Dreshek presented an alternate trail route for ATV’s to access the Oconto River State Trail from Oconto to Gillett.  There is a portion of the Oconto River State Trail that needs DNR approval to access.  To petition the DNR; County support is needed because the trail is maintained by the County.   Discussion was held on alternative trail routes.
