TIME MEETING BEGAN:  8:30 a.m.
1. Approval of Agenda – Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to approve agenda.  Vote carried unanimously.
A.  Change of Sequence – None.
B.  Removal of Items – None.
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meetings (Encl.)
Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to approve minutes of December 3, 2014 meeting.  Vote carried unanimously. Chairman Sekela noted the minutes of December 19, 2014, Item 8. should reflect motion was made by Stranz, and not Sekela, with a second by Buhrandt.  Motion by Nelson, second by Stranz to approve minutes as amended. Vote carried unanimously. 
3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of Dec/Jan
Mr. Teuteberg presented Land Information Systems monthly bills for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by   Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Skalitzky presented Forestry & Parks weekly and monthly bills for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by  Vote carried unanimously.

4. Communications
Under reports.
5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
Mr. Teuteberg received a call from the City of Oconto and Township of Lakewood that they may be putting raze orders on tax deed parcels in their respective municipalities.  Per Corp. Counsel Mick, the county is not responsible for the expense of razing any tax deed property.   Reported that physical addressing is finished on the portion of County Road I (former Fireside Rd) between State Highway 22 and County Road A.  All emergency agencies and personnel have been notified of the changes.   The bulk postage invoices will be sent to each municipality for mailing 2014 tax bills for each municipality.   Working with Admin. Coord. Kevin Hamann with regard to insuring county properties.  Town of Riverview meeting Jan. 13 to discuss an Assessor’s Plat on Paya Lake. Working on some issues that need to be addressed with regard to the Orthophotography project.   Reported on 18 more tax deed parcels that were taken of which the majority were vacant parcels.  Mr. Teuteberg made the committee aware due to a conference and personal time off, he will not be available for County Board in January and February.  Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

6. Buy Back of Tax Delinquent Property
Mr. Teuteberg receive request from Michelle Erieau to buy back tax delinquent property in the Town of Riverview in the amount of $8,939.56.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt to allow Ms. Erieau to buy back Town of Riverview property for $8,939.56 and to pay by the end of January, 2015.  Mr. Teuteberg reported that the Malingowski’s paid buy back which was due the end of December 2014, per committee request.  Mr. Teuteberg reported that Michael Wierzba did not pay buy back due by the end of December 2014 for  tax deed property, so he will have to proceed with eviction.
7. Review and Award Remaining 2014 Tax Deed Land Sale Parcels
Mr. Teuteberg reported that all bidders have paid for their respective land sale parcels and the remaining parcels on now available for purchase and are posted on the county website.  Also reported that City of Gillett parcel was offered, accepted, and transferred to the second highest bidder, due to the withdrawal of bid from highest bidder, and has been paid.
8. City of Oconto Falls Annexation Affecting Supervisory District Boundaries §59.10(3)(c)
Mr. Teuteberg reported the City of Oconto Falls has finished the annexation of parking lot adjacent to Community Memorial Hospital and the document was recorded in the Register of Deeds.  This parcel is now known as Ward 6, but has no voters and it is a parking lot.  The county will not have to change supervisory district as per Corp. Counsel, but suggests taking this annexation to County Board as a report.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to take report to County Board regarding annexation of parcel to City of Oconto Falls, WI.  Vote carried unanimously.
9. Discussion Regarding Tax Deed and Land Sale Process and Accounts
County Treasurer has requested to take back expenditure accounts associated with tax deed properties.  Land Information would keep revenues which in turn go into the County’s general fund.  Land Information tax deed budget would retain the $400.00 maintenance fee.  County Treasurer has drawn up procedure for tax deed parcels and will set flat fee for processing these.  Discussion held.  Committee requested Mr. Teuteberg to compile more information regarding tax deed procedure, and to involve Corp. Counsel, Admin. Coordinator, Finance, Treasurer, and also to look at shortening procedure from 4 years to 2 or 3 years.  Motion by Pott, second by Stranz for Land Records Dept., Finance Committee, and County Treasurer to leave 2015 tax deed procedure as is, but to explore making changes to tax deed procedure and accounts for 2016 by budget time.  Vote carried unanimously.
10. Tax Deed Evictions
Mr. Teuteberg reported on the City of Gillett property (224 E. Main St.) being occupied by tenants. A letter was to have been present for committee to take action on, no letter was received.  Committee authorized to move forward with Writ to have the occupants removed prior to the end of January 2015.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson for Corp. Counsel to proceed with Writ.  Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Teuteberg reported on another tax deed property in the Town of Brazeau in which Michael Wierzba did not pay buy back which was due by the end of December 2014.  Discussion held.  Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt for Mr. Teuteberg to send notice of eviction to Mr. Wierzba to remove himself and personal property by the end of January 2015. If Mr. Wierzba has not vacated, then commence eviction.  Vote carried unanimously.
11. WLIP Grant Award
Mr. Teuteberg reported grant was awarded in the amount of $30,488.00 for Land Records software, GIS, new computer, and LTE.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve and for Mr. Teuteberg to sign grant award of $30,488.00 and submit to State.  Vote carried. Unanimously.

12. Authorization for 2015 LTE
LTE will be needed for County Highway Dept. sign reflectivity project.  Mr. Teuteberg will advertise for LTE at the local tech schools. When weather is bad, LIS Dept. would be able to utilize LTE for projects and has money budgeted for this.  Discussion held.  Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to approve LTE for County Highway Dept.  Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Teuteberg requested an additional LTE for the Register of Deed’s office.  This was authorized if Oconto County Land Records received the $30,488.00 grant.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt to approve the grant related LTE, but not to increase the part-time staff person’s hours in the Register of Deeds office that would affect Land Records having to pay retirement.  Vote carried unanimously.  Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to recommend to Wages & Personnel committee for 3 Forestry/Parks LTE’s, 1 for North Bay Shore Recreational Area and 2 for park maintenance.  Vote carried unanimously.
13. Approval of Carryover Accounts
Mr. Skalitzky presented Forestry & Parks carryover accounts for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Buhrandt to approve Forestry & Parks carryover accounts for 2015. Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Teuteberg presented Land Information Systems and Land Records carryover accounts for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Stranz to approve Land Information Systems and Land Records carryover accounts for 2015.  Vote carried unanimously.
14. Recreational Officer Report
Officer Sherman reported on accident reconstruction training workshop he attended recently and passed certification.  Reported that the Sheriff’s Dept. is still short one person so he is having to work extra shifts.  Reported on busy lakes and trails.  So far no serious accidents or fatalities.  Has been assisting Federal officer with patrols and registrations checks.  Will be working most weekends patrolling fishing derbies, races, etc.  Discussion held.   Motion by Nelson, second by Pott to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

15. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Mr. Skalitzky reported on timber sale revenues for 2014 and gave a new five-year average of $476,000.00 for budgeting purposes.  Reported on winter sales in southern part of county should start cutting soon.  Working on closing out grants for ATV, Snowmobile, and Wildlife programs.  Reported on person interested in speaking with committee regarding possible off-road (dual sport) motorcycle use on recreational trails.  Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

16. WDNR Liaison Report
Ms. Wrzochalski reported on commitment hours on county forest which is now at 80% of commitment.  Working on timber sale administration and recon. Updates.  Not a lot of active sales right now due to conditions in swamp areas.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.
17. Chute Pond
A.  Shower Building Extension Request – Mr. Skalitzky reported that project should be completed by end of February, but Badger Builders is requesting extension to April 30, 2015 in order to finish connecting water, gas, electric, etc.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve extension of contract for Badgerland Builders to April 30, 2015.  Vote carried unanimously.
B.  Boat Landing Grant – Mr. Skalitzky informed committee that Grant application to improve Chute Pond boat landing needs approval by County Board.  Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Buhrandt to take resolution to County Board to approve Chute Pond Boat Landing Grant in the amount of $85,000.00.  Vote carried unanimously. 
C.  On-line Reservations – Mr. Sekela requesting enhancements to county website regarding the on-line camping reservations program.  Discussion held regarding better photos of sites, promoting the sites that allow ATV access, new shower facility, pavilion, etc.
18. Machickanee Fishing Pier Bid Results
Mr. Skalitzky compiled bids previously submitted and opened at Dec. 19, 2014 committee meeting.  Spreadsheet was presented for committee review. Bids were compared and explained and it was determined that Port-A-Pier had the specifications closest to county’s request, met the base bid, and would be easiest to maintain.  Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Stranz to accept Port-A-Pier, Brussels, WI bid in the amount of $26,900.00 and forward resolution to County Board for approval.  Vote carried unanimously.
19. North Bay Shore Recreation Area Fish Cleaning Station Grant
Mr. Skalitzky informed committee the grant application for a fish cleaning station at North Bay Shore needs to go to County Board for approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to take resolution to County Board for approval of grant for North Bay Shore Recreation Area Fish Cleaning Station.  Vote carried unanimously.
20. 2015 Forestry Work Plan
Discussion held regarding 2015 Forestry Work Plan.  Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to take resolution for 2015 Forestry Work Plan to County Board for approval. Vote carried unanimously.

21. County Forest Comprehensive Land Use Plan Updates
Mr. Skalitzky will be working with Forestry Foreman Dave Borisch and DNR Liaison Shelly Wrzochalski to update 15 year plan and will keep committee updated.

22. Timber Sale Contract Language Regarding Town Roads
Town of Brazeau Chairperson attended December 19, 2014 timber sale bid opening regarding concern with logging operations and use of town roads for hauling.  Mr. Skalitzky will work more closely with towns on logging sales.
23. Machickanee Forest Shooting Range – 10:00 a.m.
A.  Grant Update – Mr. Skalitzky reported there are no new updates and county is still waiting to hear from the State by end of January regarding grant award.  Discussion held regarding re-design and possible hearing to gather input from the public.  Motion by Nelson, second by Stranz to hold public hearing regarding re-design of Machickanee Shooting Range.  Vote carried unanimously.
24. Informational Items Only
Discussion held regarding request to have GPS coordinates added to next plat book for use in mapping trails.
