1. Approval of Agenda
a. Change of Sequence

b. Removal of Items
Moved by Zoeller, seconded by Stranz to approve the agenda.  Motion voted on and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to approve the minutes of September 7, 2016.  Motion voted on and carried.

3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of August/September
Monty Brink presented the Forest & Parks bills for committee approval.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the August/September Forest & Parks bills.  Brian Gross presented the Land Information Systems bills for committee approval.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Zoeller to approve the August/September Land Information System bills.  Motion voted on and carried.

5. Buy Backs
Brian Gross presented 8 buy back requests on 10 different parcels to the committee as follows:

a. Greg Ness – Town of Abrams - Parcel 002-201400412 – 20 acres with improvements at $23,173.10

b. Jon Rakowski – Town of Brazeau – Parcel 008-030302141 – 40 acres with improvements at $28,228.86 and Parcel 008-030302242 - 40 acres w/out improvements at $1,396.43.  Mr. Rakowski is requesting a November deadline to buy back.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to grant Jon Rakowski’s buy back request with a November deadline at November buy back amounts.  Motion voted on and carried.

c. Charles Anderson – Town of Lakewood – 019-392902931D1 - .45 acres with improvements at $2,935.64

d. Genea Katris – Town of Riverview – 036-6428063424D - 1.51 acres w/out improvements.  This property is a 2015 Tax Deed Property and is currently on the Land Sale.  The Committee directed Brian to seek legal counsel to see if the property can be bought back if it’s on the land sale.  

e. Pat Mocco – Town of Spruce – 038-030300723 - 40 acres with improvements at $8,654.16

f. Ronald & James Peterson – City of Oconto – 265-1419053612 - commercial building at $9,011.73 and 265-141057616 - commercial parking lot at $1,517.09 

g. Scott Berendsen – Town of Riverview – 036-592338021P - .50 acres with improvements at $3,455.92.

h. Brent VandenHeuvel – Town of Riverview – 036-05050114347 - 4.15 acres w/out improvements at $7,422.72

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to accept all of the buyback requests as presented, unless otherwise noted above.  Motion voted on and carried.  

6. Discuss Tax Deed Procedure
The Tax Deed Procedure matter postponed until October 5th, 2016, shall be addressed at the November 1st, 2016, due to the absence of necessary contributors to this discussion.
7. Discussion and Recommendation Regarding Action to Acquire 2016 Tax Deeds
Brian Gross informed the Committee that a tax deed needs to be issued for a parcel in the Town of Breed, as the check submitted to pay the 2011 taxes, prior to the August 31, 2016 deadline, has been returned NSF.  Moved by Stranz seconded by Zoeller to forward a resolution to recommend to County Board to order the Oconto County Clerk to execute and issue a tax deed in favor of Oconto County upon the lands for which Oconto County owns and hold tax certificates remaining unredeemed for the year 2011.  

8. LIS Administrator Report
Brian Gross reported that the Zullner buy back is complete and the deed has been recorded.  The LTE’s will be wrapping up the season posting physical addresses soon.  Office staff will take care of posting after that.  Property Listing is getting ready for tax season.  Tax bills have been ordered.  Brian informed the Committee that they are looking to do some updating to the GIS software and server that will enhance the SOLO application.  Has been meeting with staff to get their input also.  Discussion was held on the work load in the Surveying Department.  Brian Gross stated that he has been able to schedule field work in along with his new responsibilities as County Surveyor.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Zoeller to accept the LIS Administrator’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.   
9. Recreation Officer Report
Troy Sherman reported that the ATV trails are busy with ATV’ers enjoying the fall colors and the nice weather.  There was only one accident reported on County Road W.  Still issuing boat launch violations for failure to pay and started pulling the buoys out in Pensaukee.  Monitoring the Machickanee for timber theft, cameras have been set up and Troy has been doing more surveillance in the area.  No thefts to report, but there has been a reduction of illegal ATV use and parties.  Troy received a call on tree stands that were stolen in the Town of Breed.  Have a few leads in regard to the tires that were dumped in the Machickanee, but no more than that.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to approve the Recreation Officer’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.  
10. Forest & Parks Administrator Report
Monty Brink reported that Kurt Hansen has agreed to take care of the beaver problem at Weso Creek.  Would like to be reimbursed for gas.  The snowmobile and ATV contract have been sent out to the clubs and will try getting them out in June next year.  Monty Brink distributed the Financial and Revenue reports.  Discussion was held on revenue totals and comparing 2016 to previous years.  The September 2016 revenue total has almost passed the 2015 year-end total.  The County entered into a contract on a GNA timber sale off Old 64.  Monty Brink reported that Carol Heise, Clerk from the Village of Suring, asked if the USFS kiosk, across from Chute Pond, could be placed at the trail head in Suring.  A brief discussion was held with the committee directing Monty to draft a MOU with the Village of Suring if the kiosk is placed at the trail head.  The Oconto River Trail wash out has been filled in.  The repair was paid for through the Snowmobile Trail Maintenance, Parks and Recreation and the Forest & Parks crew did the work.  Monty presented information and request to purchase a drone that would assist in setting up timber sales, trail maintenance, dam inspections.  The drone would assist the recreation officer in monitoring ATV trails, boat launches and the Machickanee.  Discussion was held on a drone purchase.  Moved by Zoeller seconded by Buhrandt to accept the Forest & Parks Administrator Report.  Motion voted on and carried.   
11. WDNR Liaison Report
Shelley Wrzochalski reported that they are on course for time commitment.  Have been busy setting up sales.  She updated the Committee on the feasibility study the DNR conducted on sale #269.  Samples were taken to Madison.  Tree bark was quite thin compared to other trees in the area, most likely due to the prescribed burns from 2 and 8 years ago.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Stranz to accept the WDNR Liaison’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.  
12. Open/Recommend/Award Chute Pond Field House Building Inspection Proposals

The following proposals to inspect the Chute Pond Field House Building were reviewed by the Committee.

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to recommend to County Board to accept the proposal of UPEA in the amount $6,500.00 to inspect the Chute Pond Field House Building.

Letters went out to James Stardy and the Zehm’s Family Trust informing them that road access permits are required to cross county land.  The Zehm’s purchased property from the Rozmarynowski’s, which had a road access permit.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Stranz to approve the new road access request for Ferris Bieber.  Motion voted on and carried.  

14. Machickanee Forest Shooting Range Update – 10:00 AM
Monty Brink reported a news release was sent to the paper that the MSR would not be open this year.  It was also posted on the county web site.  Discussion was held on having a public hearing on the MSR.  The Committee directed Monty Brink to draft a letter to the Town of Abrams and Morgan, giving them an update on the range and a public hearing will be scheduled closer to when the range will open.  
15. Preview 2016 Fall Timber Sales

Monty passed out prospectuses and maps on proposed Timber Sale Tracts.  Review and Discussion was held on the upcoming fall timber sale.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to publish the Timber Sales as presented.  Motion voted on and carried.
16. Chute Pond Shower Building – Crest Agreement

Monty Brink updated the Committee on the Crest Agreement for the Chute Pond Shower Building.  We received the signed agreement and bond on September 19, 2016.  All permits are in place and construction started on October 4, 2016.  The project should be complete within the October 24, 2016 contract date.
17. Couillardville Park proposal

Leon Janssen contacted the Department, inquiring on the status of his proposal of turning the property into a County Park.  Discussion was held on the proposal and what can actually be done with the property.  The property is on the corner of County Road J and Stiles Rd and in the visual clearance triangle.  More information is needed before the Committee can make any recommendations to Mr. Janssen.  
18. Approve Changes to the Forest & Parks Ordinance Chapter 9 & 10
Discussion was held on several additional items that need to be added to the ordinance.  The Committee tabled the ordinance changes and directed Monty Brink to seek legal counsel on the baiting restriction addition.   
19. Chute Pond Caretaker
Monty handed out the Chute Pond Bidder Specifications for the Committee’s review.  After a brief review and discussion on expectations, necessary changes, starting dates and caretaker responsibilities it was decided the Committee will review the Specifications and make their recommendations at the next business meeting.  

20. Restrictions on Baiting in Oconto County Forests
John Huff, DNR NR Area Supervisor, gave a presentation on CWD being found in Oconto County.  Once the DNR Secretary orders and publishes the CWD Effected Status in Oconto County, a baiting and feeding ban will go into effect.  Discussion was held on adding a baiting and feeding ban to the Oconto County Forest & Parks Ordinance that would go into effect the same time the DNR Secretary orders the status change in Oconto County.   The Committee directed Monty to consult legal counsel on adding the baiting and feeding ban to the Forest & Parks Ordinance.
