1. Approval of Agenda
A.  Change of Sequence

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Nelson to approve the Agenda.  Motion voted on and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting
Moved by Stranz seconded by Bunrandt to approve the minutes of November 2, 2015 and November 4, 2015.  Motion voted on and carried.  Moved by Nelson, seconded by Pott to approve the minutes of October 17, 2015, Townsend hearing.  Motion voted on and carried.

3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of November/December
Mr. Skalitzky presented Land Information Systems and Forestry & Parks bills for committee approval.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Pott to approve bills.  Motion voted on and carried.

5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
Robert Skalitzky advised that the Land Information Systems Department is processing tax bills, with about four towns completed.  Corporation Counsel has responded to Surdex Corporation regarding the orthophotography for the fall late charges per agreement.  Most buy backs went through with the exception of the Kobus property.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to accept the report.  Motion voted on and carried.

6. Buy Back of Tax Delinquent Property
Discussion occurred regarding the Kobus property due to the fact that the authorized buy back failed.  Committee would like Corporation Counsel to attend the December 14 Forest & Parks meeting.  Will place on the Agenda.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Nelson to approve Christopher Spice request to buy back for $4,058.77.  Motion voted on and carried.

7. Tax Deed Evictions
Discussed Kobus property and possible options.  Place on December 14, 2015 Agenda.

8. Wisconsin Land Information Program (WLIP) Grant Application
Land Information Systems will be applying for WLIP grant for the maximum amount.

9. Recreational Officer Report
Deputy Sherman requested clarification on winter ATV policy.  This will be paced on the December 14, 2015 Agenda.  Overall, it was a quiet deer season.  He received several complaints regarding ATVs, camping and illegal dumping (tires) in the Cooley Lake area.  There was a potential missing person in the National Forest. 10. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Chute Pond seasonal letter went out regarding improvements in 2016 and 2017.  Campers are requested to store campers and personal property.  Good Neighbor Authority requests will be on Wages and Personnel Agenda on December 8, 2015.  Did not finish the ATV grant on the Nicolet Trail, and will complete next year.  Moved by Nelson, seconded by Stranz to accept Administrator’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.

11. WDNR Liaison Report
DNR has been working on timber sales and forest recon, with about 55% of hours completed.  Work has begun on Good Neighbor Authority and counties involved should start this month.  Cultural investigation was done at timber site in the Cooley Lake area, with no significant findings.  Discussion on setting up timber sale on a sustainable basis which committee supports.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Buhrandt to accept Liaison Report.  Motion voted on and carried.
