11. Recreation Officer Report
Officer Sherman reported that the ATV season is well underway and that it was good that the trails opened on April 30th.  The trails and local businesses were busy all weekend.  Reported that the DNR has a new registration system and there are many glitches that need to be worked out.  Any of the registrations that were run through the system came back with issues.  The system was not working well at all.  There were many complaints called in now that the trails are open.  There was only one accident on the trail over the weekend, on the pipeline, but nothing serious.  Officer Sherman reported that North Bay Shore Boat Launch is busy now that the walleyes are up.  Has issued many citations for not displaying or paying for the boat launch fee.  The Machickanee Landing is also busy now that it’s open.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Stranz to accept the Recreational Officers Report.  Motion voted on and carried.  

12. Forest, Parks/LIS Administrator Report
Mr. Skalitzky reported that he and Dave Borisch met with Ryan Wendt, Chairman for the Town of Brazeau on the Butler Rock Trail System.  Mr. Skalitzky stated that he received a letter from Leon Janssen, Friends of Coluillardville Park with a proposal for an enhancement project to the park area.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Zoeller to accept the Forest, Parks/LIS Administrator’s Report.  Motion voted on and carried.

13. WDNR Liaison Report
Ms. Wrzochalski reported on projects that are being worked on.  She added that the DNR Go Wild Registration System has bugs to be worked out.  She reported there are 4 Good Neighbor Authority sales totaling $812,000/1300 acres.  Ms. Wrzochalski reported on the spring fires.  There were 57 fires/37 acres, but all of the fires were small and contained.  The biggest fire was 9 acres in Pembine.  The state had 318 fires which affected less than 300 acres.  Ms. Wrzochalski reported that the wood turtle will be removed from the threatened list, but it will take some time for it to be removed completely from the list.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to accept the DNR Liaison Report.  Motion voted on and carried.

Mr. Jeff Peterson gave a presentation on his proposal to purchase Lot 20 from the County.  Mr. Skalitzky up-dated and gave the Committee a brief history on the Peterson/Oconto County Property.  He stated that for maintenance reasons, the county would need to keep a portion of the property by the wings of the dam.  Discussion was held on the proposal and the Committee would like to get a recommendation from Corporation Counsel in regard to the sale of the property and dam maintenance. 
 
16. Machickanee Forest Shooting Range Update – 10:00 AM
A.  Construction

  Discussion was held on hiring a contractor versus having the Highway Department do the excavating 
  work.   He also stated that the storm water permit has been approved.  Discussed the Forestry crew 
  and the DNR crew could assist the Highway Department with the project if time permitted.  Moved by 
  Pott, seconded by Zoeller to have the Highway Department do the excavating on the Machickanee 
  Shooting Range project.  Motion voted on and carried.
B.  Oconto Electric Invoice Land Sale

  Mr. Skalitzky informed the committee that he received a quote of $17,872.09 from Oconto Electric 
  Cooperative.  The quote includes clearing of the area the line will be run through.  Moved by 
  
  Buhrandt, seconded by Pott to recommend to County Board, at the May meeting, the Oconto Electric 
  Cooperative quote of $17,872.09 to run electrical lines for the Machickanee Shooting Range.  Motion  
  voted on and carried. 
 
17. Land Sale 
A.  Review Unsold Land Sale Parcels

  Mr. Skalitzky handed out the preliminary land sale booklet for the Committee’s review.  He stated 
  that the parcels that weren’t sold from the 2015 Land Sale have had the minimum bid price adjusted.   
  Sale #21 would be the starting point of the new tax deeds taken.  Mr. Skalitzky requested having a 
  land sale again this year so the properties can get back on the tax roll.  Discussion was held on 
  
  whether those properties that were on the land sale last year could just be sold or if they had to be 
  re-advertised.

  Mr. Skalitzky requested having a 2016 Land Sale as there are many properties that were taken on 
  tax deed and there were many properties that were not sold during the 2015 Land Sale.  The

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to recommend to County Board the purchase of a Ferris 61’ deck lawn mower and a Ferris 72’ deck lawn mower from Swiderski Sales in Appleton and a trailer from Badger Trailer in De Pere totaling $23,200.00.  Motion voted on and carried.  

19. Pensaukee Landing
Allan Stranz introduced Mr. Nick Reynold to the Committee.  Mr. Reynolds requested that a hose bib be accessible at the Pensaukee landing for boaters to wash off the hull of the boat.  With the invasive species concern, this resource would be beneficial to help prevent the transferring of invasive species from one body of water to another.  Discussion was held on setting up a hose bib for this concern.  It would be set up on a temporary basis to see how things went.  Concerns were voiced on runoff and people washing their trucks.  Mr. Skalitzky indicated that a hose bib would be an easy installation and easily removed if problems occurred.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to set up a temporary washing system at the Pensaukee Landing.  Motion voted on and carried.  

20. Meet with Machickanee Outback Riders Horse Club
Jackie Novitski questioned the need for the insurance policy the Outback Riders must have while working on the trials.  Is required as part of the agreement that any club that works on the County’s property have a policy that would cover a person injured on the County’s property while working on it.  Ms. Novitski indicated that they pay $400 a year for this policy, which is quite costly for the amount of time they work on the trails and they’ve never had to use it.  Discussion was held on getting together with other clubs that also have to have the policy and possibly having one policy to cover both clubs.  At this time the County is not interested in changing the Memo of Understanding.  
 
21. Green Lake Park – Forest Service
Nothing to report.

22. WCFA Summer Tour
The WCFA Summer Tour is June 16, 2016 – June 17, 2016.   Motion by Stranz, seconded by Pott to allow whoever wishes to attend to do so.  Motion voted on and carried.
8. Land Information Systems Reorganization
Mr. Kevin Hamann updated the Committee on the re-organization.  The original proposal was to reallocate the County Surveyor’s duties, increase some work positions to a 40 hour work week and to create a full time shared position between the Treasurer’s office and the Register of Deeds office.  When everything was said and done, it would end up costing more money and raised more questions and concerns.  The new proposal is to remove the LIO/MSAG title from the County Surveyor and transfer to the GIS position and retitle Kevin Dolata’s position.  This will increase his Grade level.  The proposal would also promote Brian Gross to County Surveyor and make him the LIS Department Head and add some GIS duties to Jamie Broehm’s position as Principal Planner.  This would be a savings of roughly $50,000.  The Assistant Surveyor’s position would remain vacant.  This proposal would not address the Treasurer or Register of Deeds position.  That will be taken up with their committees.  Kevin will revise the department flow chart and forward it to the committee.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to remove the acting LIS/LIO duties from Robert Skalitzky and add them to Brian Gross.  Motion Voted on and carried.  
23. Position Recruitments
A.  Summer LTE’s

  Mr. Skalitzky informed the committee that Dominick Hansen and Dayton Wellner will be returning as 
  LTE’s for this summer and recommends hiring Michael Stahl as the a Summer LTE.  Moved by 
  
  Buhrandt,   seconded by Pott to hire Dominick Hansen, Dayton Wellner and Michael Stahl for the 
 
  Summer LTE positions.  Motion voted on and carried.

B.  Physical Address Coordinator/Mapping Tech

  Mr. Skalitzky informed the Committee that Brian Gross, Kevin Dolata and Jamie Broehm conducted 
  interviews for the Physical Address Coordinator/Mapping Technician position.   They are

  Thompson at a grade G/Step 2.  Motion voted on and carried.

  Mr. Skalitzky informed the Committee that Dave Borisch has declined the promotion to Forest and 
  Parks Administrator and he recommends that he remain the Assistant Forest Administrator and acting 
  Forest Administrator.  Motion by Stranz, and seconded by Zoeller to have Kevin Hamann cancel the 
  ad for the Assistant Forest Administrator and re-advertise for a Forest & Parks Administrator.  Motion 
  voted on and carried. 
D.  Clerk Typist

  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Zoeller to post the Clerk Typist position, internally, for one week.  If 
  no qualified applicants post for the position it will then be advertised.  Motion voted on and carried.  
E.  LIS/LIO/Surveyor

  This position is not being filled.
