TIME MEETING BEGAN:  8:30 a.m.
1. Approval of Agenda – Motion by Nelson, second by Buhrandt to approve agenda.  Vote carried unanimously.
A.  Change of Sequence – None.
B.  Removal of Items – None.
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meetings (Encl.)
Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to approve minutes of May 6, 2015 committee meeting.  Vote carried unanimously.

3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of May/June
Mr. Teuteberg presented Land Information Systems monthly bills for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Pott to approve LIS bills.   Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Skalitzky presented Forestry & Parks weekly and monthly bills for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve Forestry & Parks bills. Vote carried unanimously.

4. Communications

5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
Mr. Teuteberg reported that he contacted GCS regarding the tax program and the possibility of putting the tax parcel number on the front of the tax bill.  GCS agreed to do this possibly at no additional charge. Will be attending WLIA Spring Regional meeting June 5 & 6 in Eagle River, WI.  In January, 2016 reported he will be doing a full day presentation regarding assessors’ plats at WSLS meeting with Mike Judge with some paid expenses.  Gave update on enhancements to GIS website.  Village of Suring and City of Oconto zoning will also be incorporated into site.  Reported on letter from Dept. of Revenue to make county aware of funding, and XML export files reformat for DOR.  This is not mandated.  Oconto County currently provides three separate downloads to DOR.  Discussion held.   Motion by Buhrandt, second by Stranz to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

6. Buy Back of Tax Delinquent Property
Mr. Teuteberg informed committee that the buy back for Baldwin that was approved at last month’s committee meeting for had not paid and so he contacted them regarding this matter.  They e-mailed another request to buy back property and Mr. Teuteberg informed them the amount would be $1,017.23 which includes interest for June.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve buy back for Baldwin’s Town of Breed property in the amount of $1,017.23 and to pay by June 30, 2015 otherwise it will be added to tax deed land sale.  Vote carried unanimously.
7. Discussion regarding Tax Deed In REM Process
Mr. Teuteberg reported that he met with Corp. Counsel Cheryl Mick regarding In REM tax deed process.  Corp. Counsel is not interested in doing In REM at this time.  Mr. Teuteberg stated the In REM process could expedite the tax deed process.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt for committee to be in favor of the In REM tax deed process and to take this matter to Finance committee to discuss with Corp. Counsel.  Vote carried unanimously.

8. Review and Authorize 2015 Tax Deed Land Sale Parcels
Mr. Teuteberg reported the 2015 tax deed land sale parcels are ready to go to county board for final approval.

9. Update on WLIP Grant Report Submittal
Mr. Teuteberg gave update on grant retained fees report, and sent in report as required for DOA WLIP Grant program.
10. Review and Approval of Revised ArcGIS Server Enhancements Agreement
Mr. Teuteberg reported that county will not be advancing to 10.3X Arc GIS for mapping due to issues with E-911 (Spillman) mapping and will need to resubmit new application in the amount of $5,000.00 for website enhancements.  Discussion held.  Motion by Buhrandt, second by Nelson to approve software enhancements for ArcGIS server.  Vote carried unanimously.
11. Recreational Officer Report
Officer Sherman reported on a very busy May especially Memorial Day weekend.  Reported on a lot of ATV traffic with one ATV fatality off of Old 64.  Reported on 4 car crashes Memorial Day weekend and one fatal on May 22.  Has not been able to do any boat patrols yet, so DNR Warden Hartrick has been doing them.  Reported on issuing boat launch violations and citations.  Reported that with the current rain there have been a lot of trucks mud-running on county forest roads.  Discussion held regarding gates being pulled out by mud runners.    Reported on breaking up underage party off of CFR 105.  County Officer had been called to assist.  Reported on completing Badger Leadership Academy for advance leadership management.  Reported on Coast Guard Boat Patrol training held in Sturgeon Bay, WI.  Discussion held regarding the ‘No Power Loading’ sign which is missing from the post at Machickanee Boat Landing. Reported on concerned citizen who picked up tires alongside of road and dropped them off at the Forestry Shop as a courtesy.  Discussion held regarding ATV’s on road routes.  Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

12. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Mr. Skalitzky reported on year-to-date increase in timber sale revenue.  Reported on meeting with Ron Rauscher of Oconto Area ATV Club regarding alternate routes.  Gave update on well situation at North Bay Shore County Park.  Bouche had inspected and replaced pressure tank with a new one, the pump is fine and the water tested safe.  Campers were given a two night complimentary voucher for the inconvenience of having no water available when they were camping during the week and weekend of May 29-31, 2015.  Reported Joint Finance Committee kept the $50,000.00 in state budget for Jane Severt, WCFA position.  Stewardship funding was approved but reduced in state budget.  Reported on the amendment to Good Neighbor Authority.  Received payment National Forest Rural Secure Schools funding.  Will have 3-year State Forestry audit July 21 & 22, 2015.  Reported on status of Machickanee Boat Landing – ADA pier which should be in place in couple weeks.   Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

13. WDNR Liaison Report
Ms. Wrzochalski reported on hours commitment which is 15% over the required hours.  New year starts July 1st with the 1,028 hours requirement. Working on updating reconnaissance as a few compartments are approaching 20 years.  All recon data must be updated every 20 years.  Reported on status of technician position vacancy – unsure about new hires at this time due to state budget.  May need assistance from DNR foresters in surrounding counties to meet county time commitment.  Reported on 28 fires so far this year on just over 25 acres.  Monitoring possible emerald ash borer emergence as adults should emerge within the next 2 weeks.  Reported there are no new insect diseases of concern, but tick populations seem unusually high.  Reported on DNR Wildlife biologist discovery of dead snowy owl this past spring in Oconto.  It tested positive for avian influenza but had no direct connection with the poultry industry.  Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.
14. Timber Sale Renewals
A.  Ed Marohl Forestry, LLC – Sale contract 241-13 – Request received to extend contract for one year without increase in stumpage.  Mr. Skalitzky reported this is a winter only sale and would be the first extension.  Further reported that logging crew tore up the county forest access road when they tried to go back into sale to try to complete it. Therefore, sale is not complete, and the County Forestry crew may have to repair road.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to approve a one (1) year extension for Sale Contract 241-13 with a 5% increase and for logger to repair county forest access road.  Vote carried unanimously.
B.  Kretz Lumber Co., Inc. – Sale Contract 222-12 – Request received to extend sale for one more year.  Mr. Skalitzky reported this would be the second request to extend for this winter only sale. The first extension was with 5% increase in stumpage.  Sale is over halfway done and cut wood is currently being stored on an adjacent county forest road.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt to approve a one (1) year extension for Sale Contract 222-12 with 10% increase in stumpage.  Vote carried unanimously.
C.  NRG Ducaine Logging, Inc.
     1.  Sale Contract 239-13 – Request received to extend for one year with no increase in stumpage.  Mr. Skalitzky reported this sale was almost completed, but the Town of Morgan had posted weight limits and therefore logger was unable to finish. The road restrictions were applied by the town after sale was sold.  Also, an additional piece had to be cut adjacent to Machickanee Forest Shooting Range to enable redesign of range.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to extend Sale Contract 239-13 for one (1) year with no increase in stumpage due to the additional restriction put on sale after it was sold.  Vote carried unanimously.
     2.  Sale Contract 246-13 – Request received to extend for one year with no increase in stumpage.  Mr. Skalitzky reported there was a small piece of the sale that was missed and logger will need to go back in and finish.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to allow one (1) year extension with 5% increase in stumpage.  Vote carried unanimously.
D.  Wild Rivers Forestry, Inc.
     1.  Sale Contract 238-13 – Request received to extend contract for one year with no increase in stumpage.  Discussion held.  Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to extend for one (1) year with 5% increase in stumpage.  Vote carried unanimously.

     1.  Ed Campbell-Town of Brazeau – Mr. Skalitzky reported road access permit fee renewal has been paid and there are no problems. Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Buhrandt to approve renewal of road access permit for two more years.  Vote carried unanimously

16. Chute Pond Update
A.  Bathroom/Shower Building – Mr. Skalitzky reported there are a few minor issues that need to be fixed but otherwise facility is being used.  Will need quote from electrician to install hand dryers.
B.  Parking Lot – Mr. Skalitzky reported the County Highway Dept. is working on the upgraded parking lot and should be done this week.  
C.  Lowering Water Levels – Request received by Lakes Association to lower water levels on Chute Pond.  Mr. Skalitzky applied for permit through DNR to lower Chute Pond Flowage to 4’ and Lakes Assoc. paid permit fee and was sent in with permit.  Public meeting will not be necessary as the Lakes Association already had their yearly meeting.
17. Discussion/Recommendation on Road Grader Purchase
Mr. Skalitzky presented quote for used 2009 John Deere road grader in the amount of $132,500.00 with trade-in of $15,000.00 for 1978 grader for a total of $117,500.00.  It was also determined two new tires (recaps) would be needed for an additional $1000.00 each.  An agreement was reached that John Deere would only charge $1000.00 for both tires, so the total for the purchase would be $118,500.00.  Discussion held regarding comparable quotes vs. new price.  Motion by Pott, second by Stranz to take purchase of road grader to Finance for approval and then to county board for final approval.  Vote carried unanimously.
18. Land Exchange Request in Town of Brazeau & Town of Bagley
Landowner requesting exchanging his property in Town of Brazeau for a county forest property in Town of Bagley.  Mr. Skalitzky presented aerial views of both parcels.  Discussion held regarding what value the county would gain with this exchange.  Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt not to go forward with land exchange as it would not be a benefit to the county.  Vote carried unanimously.
19. Machickanee Forest Shooting Range Update
Mr. Skalitzky reported no new updates, still waiting for finalization of State budget to get approval for grant to redesign range.

20. Good Neighbor Authority Update
Discussed previously in Forest & Parks Admin. report.

21. Butler Rock Lookout Road Update
Mr. Skalitzky contacted Town of Brazeau Chairman regarding State Statute regarding town roads.  Committee will look at this area during June 12 spring tour.

22. WCFA Summer Tour
WCFA Summer Tour is scheduled for July 8-10, 2015 in Marinette County.  Mr. Skalitzky reported lodging reservations have been made.  Registrations must be in by June 22.  Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to allow committee members to attend, whoever is able to go.  Vote carried unanimously.
