1. Approval of Agenda – Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to approve agenda.  Vote carried unanimously.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meetings (Encl.)
Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve minutes of June 3, 2015 regular committee meeting. Vote carried unanimously.  Motion by Buhrandt, second by Pott to approve minutes of Spring Tour meeting.  Vote carried unanimously.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to approve minutes of Spring Timber Sale.  Vote carried unanimously.
3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of June /July
Mr. Teuteberg presented Land Information Systems bills for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Pott to approve bills   Vote carried unanimously.  Mr. Skalitzky presented Forestry & Parks bills for committee approval.  Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve Forestry & Parks bills. Vote carried unanimously.

5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
Mr. Teuteberg reported on plat book inventory and more legacy edition Plat books needed to be ordered.  Reported the 2015 tax deed land sale booklet is now on the county website and adjacent landowners have been notified of the sale.  Will be attending meeting Monday night regarding Assessor’s Plat in the town of Oconto Falls.  Reported that the Paya Lake Assessor’s Plat is moving forward.  Reported on 2014 orthos the final delivery, updated orthos will be added to county website should be done within the next several weeks.  Presented example of mapping with impervious surfaces identified.  Was contacted by City of Oconto Falls regarding maintenance and grass mowing of tax deed properties.  Reported that LTE has been approved for December tax time.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to approve LIS Admin. report.  Vote carried unanimously.

6. Buy Back of Tax Delinquent Property
No new requests for buy backs, but Mr. Teuteberg gave update on Baldwin buy back which was paid in full.
7. Update on Tax Deed Process
Mr. Teuteberg reported that after the meeting with Finance Committee, it was understood that the tax deed process will remain the same at least for another year until 2017, and that Corporation Counsel is exploring the In REM process for tax deed process.  Discussion held regarding the tax deed process, title insurance, and statute of limitations.

8. Easement Language Regarding Parcel 266-0303506802
Mr. Teuteberg reported that he was contacted by Pat Schneider who is adjacent property owner to tax deed parcel in City of Oconto Falls.  Mr. Schneider is requesting to trim limbs and fill in pot holes within the designated easement area, at present the ownership of his property needs clarification. Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Pott for Mr. Schneider to straighten out parcel ownership and to clear up easement language. Once ownership is cleared up, Mr. Teuteberg is to have the easement specifics presented to county board for approval and recorded for future use.  Vote carried unanimously.
9. 2015 Land Records Plan Instructions and Time Line
Mr. Teuteberg reported the Land Records Plan needs to be updated every three years.  Timeline for updating plan was explained.  
10. Authorization to Submit application for Idle Service on Tax Deed Property
Mr. Teuteberg received letters from Oconto Electric Coop. regarding idle service on two tax deed properties, one in Town of Underhill and the other in Town of Oconto.  Discussion held.  Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to have service pulled from these two properties and for County Clerk to sign idle service agreement.  Vote carried unanimously.

11. Authorization to Submit ATC License Agreement for Digital Data Sets
Mr. Teuteberg was contacted by ATC requesting Oconto County to sign request for digital data sets.  Corp. Counsel reviewed request which would be for internal use only.  County Planner, Jamie Broehm also requesting access to digital data sets for internal use only.  Public can request data sets through ATC if necessary. Discussion held.  Motion by Buhrandt, second by Pott for Mr. Teuteberg to sign digital data request agreement.  Vote carried unanimously.
12. Recreational Officer Report
Officer Sherman reported that June and so far July have been very busy with a lot of people using trails, parks, waterways, etc.  Reported on one bad ATV accident and several motor vehicle crashes, but no fatalities.  Did not receive as many fireworks complaints as normal over 4th of July weekend. Investigated complaint regarding possible gang fight in Machickanee Forest Unit, but it appeared this was not the case.  Has been monitoring county boat launches which have been extremely busy.  Reported on citation issued for person parking pontoon illegally on shore of Chute Pond flowage by the seasonal side area of park.  Discussion held.   Motion by Nelson, second by Buhrandt to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

13. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Mr. Skalitzky contacted Fabco Equipment Inc. regarding 2009 grader purchase.  Grader will be repaired soon and new tires put on.  The grader should be delivered soon.  Reported Pensaukee boat landing has been paved, but needs to be striped.  Chute Pond new parking area and bathroom parking area has also been newly paved and will need to be striped.  Town of Brazeau is requesting to have gate removed on the road that accesses the area of Lee Lake dam.  Has been contacted by logger who is interested in the timber sale that didn’t sell on the spring sale.  Received e-mail from Robert Rosenberger of DNR regarding approval of Chute Pond drawdown.  Received letter from Miles Winkler of DNR regarding inspections for Kelly Lake Waterway and Reservoir Dams.  It was noted that Kelly Lake is a private dam and should be taken out of system.   Discussion held regarding increased timber sale revenues.  Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt to accept report. Vote carried unanimously.

Mr. Skalitzky gave update on new fishing pier installed at Machickanee Boat landing in Town of Stiles.  The new ADA compliant pier was installed before 4th of July weekend.  Discussion held regarding publicity of new pier.

A.  State of Wisconsin – Mr. Skalitzky reported the 3-year audit will be July 21 & 22, 2015.
B.  Forest Certification – Mr. Skalitzky will attend pre-audit meeting on July 31 which will be held in Wausaukee, WI.  The DNR is scheduled to do forest certification audit in Oconto County on August 14, 2015, and will also look at updates to 15 year plan.
