1. Approval of Agenda – Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve agenda. Vote carried unanimously.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (Encl.)
Motion by Nelson, second by Buhrandt to approve minutes of July 7, 2015 meeting. Vote carried unanimously.
3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of July/August
Mr. Teuteberg presented Land Information Systems monthly bills for committee approval. Discussion held. Motion by Stranz, second by Pott to approve LIS bills. Vote carried unanimously. Mr. Skalitzky presented Forestry & Parks weekly and monthly bills for committee approval. Discussion held. Motion by Guhrand, second by Nelson to approve Forestry & Parks bills. Vote carried unanimously.
4. Communications

5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
Mr. Teuteberg received 2015 Land Information Base budget in the amount of $30,488.00. Reported that Landshark/Lanklink maintenance has increased dramatically. TS Director Sleeter has negotiated payment plan through 2020. Discussion held regarding concern with cost of current software maintenance through Trimin Systems. Reported that LTE has a couple weeks of work left and is finishing up address points. Received letter form Treasures Assoc. requesting authorization to waive mandate that required tax bills to show referendums and amounts. Mr. Teuteberg will work with County Treasurer to develop resolution for review by Finance committee. Discussion held. Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to accept report. Vote carried unanimously.
6. Buy Back of Tax Delinquent Property

7. Charge Backs of Illegal Taxes

8. Updated Capital Improvement Plan
Admin. Coordinator Hamann sent e-mails requesting updates to capital improvement plan. Mr. Teuteberg presented updated Land Information Systems CIP for 2018 which includes new survey truck, GPS equipment, and ortho-photography in 2019. Mr. Skalitzky presented updated Forestry & Parks CIP for 2016 which includes new mower, new trailer to hold two mowers, rec. trail mower with arm to do brushing, and improvements to Chute Pond campground area.
9. Discussion and Recommendation Regarding Sale of Plat Books at the County Fair
Mr. Teuteberg stated old left over editions of plat books have been sold in the past at the Oconto County Fair. There are no older editions left, but there are still Legacy editions that could be sold for the current cost of $25.00 each which includes tax. Motion by Nelson, second by Stranz for UW-Extension office to sell the current Oconto County plat book at the county fair for the amount of $25.00 each which includes tax. Vote carried unanimously.
10. Update on GIS Website and Demonstration
Mr. Teuteberg demonstrated the new enhancements to the county GIS website.
11. Recreational Officer Report
Officer Sherman reported on very busy July both on trails and waterways. Issued a lot of late fee citations at county maintained boat launches. Assisted Shawano County to search for drowning victim on Shawano Lake. Reported on more and more ATV’s and UTV’s on rec trails. Last accident on trails was on July 4th and since reported no fatals. Discussion held. Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to accept report. Vote carried unanimously.
12. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Mr. Skalitzky reported on increased timber sale revenues through July as compared to previous years. Right now there is only one active timber sale. Reported on complaint received regarding Oconto River Rec. Trail, which needs brushing. Presented information on U.S. Forest Service SE Lakewood Project. Will attend Governors State Trail council meeting this Friday at Riverview Town Hall in Mountain, WI. Will attend DNR audit next week on county forest. Discussion held. Motion by Strnz second by Pott to accept report. Vote carried unanimously.
13. WDNR Liaison Report
Ms. Wrzochalski reported the start of a new year for hours commitment on county forest, which is at 10%. Has been working on timber recon preparation work on County Forest. Reported on working with Ruffed Grouse Society to maintain wildlife openings. The work day is scheduled for August 15. The DNR has been staffing for fire recently due to the dry conditions. Discussion held regarding contract language. Reported on possible encroachment issue in Town of Breed. Motion by Pott, second by Nelson to accept report. Vote carried unanimously.
14. Road Access Permits
A. New

1. Dan Wells – Town of Breed – Forestry Foreman Borisch looked at area Mr. Wells is requesting for road access. Mr. Wells is requesting to cut 1 to 2 cords of wood in order to access the back part of his property. Mr. Skalitzky will need to take a closer look at this area before any permit can be issued.
B. Renewals
1. Jason Ducane – Town of Breed – Renewal fee has been paid and there are no problems with road access. Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to approve road access permit for two years. Vote carried unanimously.

C. Utility Permits
1. Renewal – CenturyLink – Town of Bagley – Request received to renew utility permit. Permit is needed in order to access Mike Liebergen’s (buried) phone line. Discussion held. Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to approve renewal of utility access permit for two years contingent upon receipt of $40 permit fee. Vote carried unanimously.
15. Special Use Permit
A. U.S. Geological Survey (USGS)-Midcontinent Rift Project – Mr. Skalitzky received a request for USGS to survey specific area for Midcontinent Rift Project. Discussion held. Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to waive fee and approved access for project. Vote carried unanimously.
16. Good Neighbor Authority Update
Mr. Skalitzky reported the 10 year agreement between the State of Wisconsin and the U.S. Forest Service has not been signed yet. County forest agencies would be able to assist the WI DNR with Forest Management work on the Federal Forest lands.
17. Chute Pond Drawdown Update
Mr. Skalitzky reported the application through DNR to drawdown Chute Pond has been approved. Drawdown will start Sept. 8th and will end Sept. 25, 2015. The pond will be lowered 4 feet in order to treat bays for invasive species such as Eurasian Milfoil. Mr. Skalitzky will have a memo send to all Chute Pond seasonal campers & dock holders and will put a news release in local papers. Chute Pond caretaker Mark Lesczkowski reported that he met with the harvesters last Friday and he will take care of drawdown procedure at Chute Pond Dam.
18. Chute Pond Caretaker Proposal
Discussion held whether to take our bids for new caretaker contract or to keep same contractor for next two years. Further discussion regarding the inspection of new septic recently installed at Chute Pond shower house building. There are problems with the installation not being done properly.
19. Open/Award Dam Inspections – Request for Proposals
Chairman Sekela opened and announced the following bids for inspection of the 3 dams: General Engineering Company of Portage, WI submitted bid in the amount of $2,700.00; Omnni & Associates of Appleton, WI submitted bit in the amount of $4,500.00; Becher Hoppe of Wausau, WI submitted bit in the amount of $3,200.00; Ayres & Associates of EauClaire, WI submitted bid in the amount to $4,500.00; and Kunkel Engineering of Beaver Dam, WI submitted bid in the amount of $5,100.00. Mr. Skalitzky will review all bids and bring results back to committee at their budget meeting on Aug 17, 2015.
20. Forestry Audit
A. WI DNR – Mr. Skalitzky reported last week’s three-year state audit went well, but waiting for preliminary report from Kate Lenz of DNR. The Forest Certification is scheduled for next week.

B. Forest Certification – Mr. Skalitzky reported the Forest Certifications audit is scheduled for August 14, 2015.
21. Machickanee Shooting Range Update
Mr. Skalitzky sent e-mail to WI DNR regarding funding for re-design of shooting range. Funding for this project is working through the Federal system and therefore, there is no exact timeline.
22. Set 2016 Budget Meeting – Budget meeting scheduled for Monday, Aug. 17, 2015 at 9:00 a.m. in Conf. Room 1003.
