1. Approval of Agenda – Motion by Pott, second by Nelson to approve agenda.  Vote carried unanimously.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meetings (Encl.)
Motion by Stranz, second by Buhrandt to approve minutes of August 17, 2015 budget meeting and August 5, 2015 regular committee meeting. Vote carried unanimously.

5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
Mr. Teuteberg reported the Adams Street discontinuance was recorded and final CSM has been submitted to City of Oconto for review.   Reported that 5 plat books were sold at the county fair in August, and there are 8 books left.  Discussion held.   Motion by Buhrandt, second by Stranz to order 50 more plat books.  Vote carried unanimously. Gave update on finalizing 2016 plat book design, images, and municipalities.  Reported Townsend Flowage Protection and Rehabilitation District is being abstracted to find out ownership.  Reported on status of tax deed parcels including James Kobus trailer park in Town of Brazeau.  Received notice of eligibility for land records grant in the amount of $35,000.00.  Discussion held regarding type of projects that would be eligible under this grant.   Motion by Nelson, second by Stranz to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

10. Maintenance on Tax Deed Property
Mr. Teuteberg reported on coordinating with Forestry & Parks Dept. to have tax deed properties mowed at no cost to LIS Dept.  Mr. Teuteberg also wanted the minutes to reflect the cooperation and effort provided by the forestry crew.
11. Recreational Officer Report
Officer Sherman reported on missing person found in county forest North of Suring.  Responded to call regarding shooting heard at Machickanee Forest Shooting range, which is currently closed, and citation had to be issued.  Worked youth day at Oconto Sportsman’s Club.  Reported on very busy trail activity in the month on August and a lot of citations had to be issued for various violations.  Discussion held regarding open/closed road routes.  ATV/UTV travel on road routes are only allowed for trail connectivity.  Reported that activity is picking up at boat launches, and a lot of citations have been issued.  Will be participating in group checks on Sunday of Labor Day weekend in northern part of county.  There will be checkpoints for speed and sound enforcement.  Discussion held.     Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.

12. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Mr. Skalitzky reported Forestry LTE Jim Henkel needs to be approved for fall trail grooming work.  Reported new bathroom facility at Chute Pond still has to have floor fixed in disabled shower.   Working with Filz/LeBreck Plumbing to repair septic drain field.  Reported the WWA Project has been completed and closed out.  Reported the W.S.G.S survey has been completed.  Reported T Route funding has been approved for 23 miles of trails.  Discussion held regarding gas bill for new shower facility at Chute Pond.  Motion by Buhrandt, second by Pott to accept report.  Vote carried unanimously.
13. WDNR Liaison Report
Ms. Wrzochalski reported hours commitment is currently at 15%. Time contributed this month was largely spent on audit preparation which was held on August 14th. Attended required fire training in Black River Falls: Wildfire Cause and Origin Determination. Partnership meeting will be on Friday, Sept. 11th at the forestry shop. Gave report on a successful Ruffed Grouse workday, held on August 8th. Wildlife opening maintenance was completed in the Butler Rock area. Reported Emerald Ash Borer has been detected in Jackson and Marquette Counties. Almost the entire southern half of WI is now quarantined. The only northern counties that are quarantined are Oneida and Douglas Counties. Reported on possible forest health issue, due to hail damage (8/14) in Abrams area. Reported 5 engines went out West to assist with fire suppression in Montana. Reported that all fire towers have been closed due to safety concerns of the aging structures. New DNR office building has been approved and construction will start in Spring 2016. Discussion held.  Motion by Stranz, second by Nelson to accept report. Vote carried unanimously.

Mr. Skalitzky reported that overall, the Forest Certification Audit went well.  Forest Certification Audit had no CARS and 2 observations.

Mr. Skalitzky reported Oconto County will contribute 500 hours the first year to work on GNA.
19. Chute Pond
A.  Drawdown – Chute Pond will be drawdown 4 feet, which will begin after Labor Day weekend, to be finished by September 25.  Chute Pond Caretaker, Mark Lesczkowski, will monitor drawdown.
B.  Caretaker Contract – Mr. Skalitzky spoke with Chute Pond Caretaker Lesczkowski regarding contract proposal.  Discussion held regarding 2 year contract versus 1 year contract.  Motion by Pott, second by Buhrandt to go with 2 year contract for 2016 & 2107 with 60 day termination clause as recommended by Corp. Counsel.  Vote carried unanimously.
20. Oconto Electric Property Purchase
Mr. Skalitzky stated Oconto Electric Coop purchased property just North of Dam and is looking to partner with Oconto County to develop this property for recreational purposes.  Mr. Stranz will contact OEC and DNR personnel regarding potential projects.

Mr. Skalitzky reported Joe Schwantes of DNR contact him regarding the State to sell 80 acres adjacent to South Branch of Oconto River.  Discussion held.
22. Machickanee Forest Shooting Range Update
Mr. Skalitzky reported grant funding was received in the amount of $131,250.00 for redesign of shooting range.  This reimbursable grant is effective through Dec. 31, 2016. Mr. Skalitzky will obtain clarification of any fees that would be charged for use of range.  Discussion held.  Motion by Nelson, second by Stranz to approve grant funding.  Vote carried unanimously.
