He has been working on five motor vehicle fatals.  Sherman gave an update on the tribal night hunting and stated that the DNR did not fill the vacant State Conservation Warden position in Lakewood. Mr. Skalitzky reported that the LIS Department has reviewed the preliminary copy of the new plat book with over 100 changes.  The project is on schedule.    All staff has been going above and beyond, and everything is getting accomplished.  Discussion occurred on allowing employees to carry over the two week maximum vacation and/or possibly moving employees temporarily up one step until work returns to normal.  Committee request that Personnel and Wages Committee allow employees to carry over more than the two week maximum, or get paid out vacation in an attempt to avoid further staffing concerns in December. Mr. Skalitzky reported on a grant application for a Regional Recreation Planning project by Bay Lake Regionals Planning Commission for Coastal Management grants.  He reported that the Town of Brazeau has posted a 20 ton vehicle weight restriction on Butler Rock Road from April 1 – December 1.  This restriction will not allow for harvesting operation on the County Forest.  Committee will request to meet with town representatives on this concern.

Shelley Wrzochalski reported that she has been working on the Good Neighbor Authority, fire training, and the State has hired a forest technician for the area.  Discussion on invasive species in the County Forest.
