1. Approval of Agenda
A.  Change of Sequence:  Move item 6 and 8.

Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the Agenda, moving item 6 and 8 to 2a.  Motion voted on and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting 
Moved by Pott, seconded by Buhrandt to approve the minutes of December 2, 2015.  Motion voted on and carried.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Nelson to approve the minutes of December 14, 2015.  Motion voted on and carried.

3. Approval of Department Bills for the Months of December/January
Mr. Skalitzky presented Land Information Systems and Forestry and Parks bills for committee approval.  Moved by Nelson, seconded by Pott to approve bills.  Motion voted on and carried.

4. Communications:  None.

5. Land Information Systems Administrators Report
A.  Tax Bills completed.
B.  Corporation Counsel negotiated a $17,206.20 contract reduction on Surdex Corporation final orthophotography invoice due to delays.  Moved by Pott, seconded by Stranz to accept Administrator’s report.  Motion voted on and carried.

6. LWR Department Structure (Moved to 2a)
History of Land & Water Resource Department structure was discussed.  County Treasurer gave a synopsis as to why she feels Property Lister should be under Treasurer.  Forest/Parks/LIS Administrator currently does not support this request.  Discussion occurred as to Treasurer’s statutory authority regarding tax deed process.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Pott to direct Treasurer, Corp Counsel, Administrative Coordinator and Land Information Systems Administrator to look at the tax deed and tax bill process and report back.  Motion voted on and carried.

7. 2016 WLIP Grants
The Oconto County Land Council met and approved the following grant applications:  $1,000.00 Education Grant; $50,000.00 Strategic Initiative Grant; and a $32,944.00 Base Budget Grant.  The Council approved the draft 2016 Land Records Plan.

8. Meet with Corporation Counsel regarding tax deed parcel (Moved to 2a)
Corporation Counsel Cheryl Mick updated the Committee and will do more checking and report back on February 6, 2016.  

9. Buy Back of Tax Delinquent Property:  No requests.

10. Tax Deed Evictions 
We will have the Sheriff serve the next round of eviction letters.

11. Approval of Carry Over Accounts
Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Nelson to approve Forest /Parks/Recreation and Land Information Systems carry over accounts.  Motion voted on and carried.

12. Recreational Officer Report
Recreational Officer gave an overview of the trail sign project that the Ad hoc trails committee completed.  Winter ATV trails did not open due to recent rains and there are groomable snow conditions.  Reported on road accidents in December.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to approve Recreational Officer’s report.  Motion voted on and carried.

13. Forest & Parks Administrators Report
Went over camping, boat landing and timber sale revenue, all exceed budgeted amounts.  Timber sale set an all-time record at $850,253.28. Chute Pond daily camping exceeded budgeted amount by $10,381.54 (total $91,351.54). Marshall Giese paid his two sales in full that were changed to lump sum and extended.   Spring County Forest meeting is March 16, 17 and 18, 2016 in Marshfield.  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Buhrandt to approve Administrator’s report, and allow all to attend WCFA in March if they can.  Motion voted on and carried.

14. WDNR Liaison Report
DNR Liaison reported that 70% of hours commitment is completed of fiscal year 2015 – 2016.  GNA work has been started and will be meeting with County soon to initiate their involvement.  Been working on timber sale and forest recon.  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Pott to accept WDNR Liaison report.  Motion voted on and carried.

15. Timber Sale Renewals
A.  Marshall Giese, Timber Sale Contract 254-13:  Moved by Stranz, seconded by Nelson to grant one year extension with 5% increase.  Motion voted on and carried.
B.  Pomeroy Forest Products, Timber Sale 251-13:  Sale completed.
C.  Pomeroy Forest Products, Timber Sale 252-13:  Moved by Buhrandt, seconded by Pott to grant one year extension with 5% increase.  Motion voted on and called.

Discussed possible ordinance changes.  The National Guard military may be interested in doing some of the construction work.

20. State Forest Audit
Discussed audit. Audit went well with a couple minor recommendations.

21. Forest Payments to Towns
Greg Sekela will hand deliver Bagley and Brazeau.  Al Stranz will hand deliver Morgan and Abrams.  Other payments will go out in the mail.  

22. Chute Pond Seasonal Contracts
Discussed the 2016 – 2017 Chute Pond seasonal contracts.  County will offer to separate contracts for seasonal campers from May 1 to October 1 for $1,000.00; and seasonal storage on daily side (no usage) from October 1, 2016 to May of 2017 for $200.00.  Moved by Nelson, seconded by Stranz to approve these contract changes.  Motion voted on and carried.

23. Wisconsin Public Service Easement Request – Chute Pond
More information is needed and will be placed on next month’s agenda.
