1. Approval of Agenda
A.  Change of Sequence – None
B.  Removal of Items – None
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meetings (Encl.)
Motion by Annette Behringer, second by Tanya Peterson to approve minutes of October 14, 2015 meeting.  Vote carried unanimously.

3. 2015 Projects
A.  On-going – Mr. Teuteberg reported that Town of Lakewood has been partially co-goed using survey control and existing surveys.  The Town of Maple Valley is finished and all PLSS corners had been occupied with GPS and survey grade county coordinates assigned, and section summaries completed.  In the Town of How, all the PLSS have been completed with GPS and survey grade county coordinates assigned and section protracted, and is now being parcel mapped.  The Town of Riverview will be the next municipality to be mapped, only a portion of the PLSS (Town of Lakewood) has been observed and the remainder co-goed with existing surveys.   Reported that County Planner Jamie Broehm is updating structures for physical addressing.  Reported the E-911 and physical address maps have been updated and mailed to the municipalities.  Reported that at present we have very little information on address points, (Spillman E-911 works on ranges) once parcel mapping is completed, this will be a priority.  Reported that new website enhancements are complete with a few changes being made as issues arise.  At present, there are 30 subscribers that allow searches by name.  Mr. Teuteberg reported on the number of hits received daily since a year ago.  Received an e-mail from Wis. Public Service Commission about opt-out provision.   Mr. Teuteberg reported on status of 2014 Orthos done by Surdex.  Will be evaluation building footprints and impervious surfaces and adding to GIS mapping.  Spatial Analyst software has been purchased through grant funding and Land Conservation is working with the State regarding the county wide DEM.  Reported on highway sign reflectometry project – all municipalities except for Town of Brazeau and City of Gillett will be completed this year.  Register of Deeds Annette Behringer gave report on the status of indexing scanned documents.
B.  New – Mr. Teuteberg reported that in preparation of the 2017 Plan, the county surveyor’s association was asked for the definition of survey grade, which was proposed as:  “Coordinates collected under the direction of a Professional Land Surveyor, in a coordinate system allowed by 236.18(2), and obtained by means, methods and equipment capable of repeatable 2 centimeter or better precision”.  Reported the 2014 Grant report is due the end of June and is about 90% complete.  Received e-mail from Chris Diller, DMA regarding a National Weather Service survey on how to provide better support for GIS.  Tim Magnin completed the survey.  Reported on meeting with local Villages and Cities last September 23, 2014 to discuss addressing and mapping.  To date Oconto County LIS reviews all CSMs and Plats for the City of Oconto and the Village of Suring.  In addition, the addressing mapping for the Cities of Oconto and Oconto Falls and the Village of Suring has been completed. The LIS staff completed the zoning mapping for the City of Oconto and Village of Suring and is working with website consultant Ruekert-Mielke to add this data to the county website.
4. Meet With Peter Herreid, DOA
A.  Statewide Parcel map Initiative - Mr. Herreid of Dept. of Admin.  reported on statewide digital parcel mapping in coordination with other counties as directed by Act 20.
B.  Strategic Initiative Grant Funding – Mr. Herreid reported on benchmarks for strategic initiative grants for both short-term and long-term statewide objectives for parcel datasets.
C.  County Land Information Plan Updates – Mr. Herreid reported the instructions for land information plans will be ready by June 30, 2015.
5. Funding and Grants
Register of Deeds Annette Behringer gave report on fees received to date as compare to prior year.  Request was made to re-allocate a portion of the grant for installation of othos as Spillman update is running behind schedule.
6. Legislative Items
Discussion held regarding the possibility of more information on tax bills.  Mr. Teuteberg reported the county-wide assessment proposal was taken out of the state budget.

Discussion held regarding update of structure & parks addressing.  Discussion regarding summer WLIA meeting.
