1. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Wellens/Kroll to approve agenda as amended. The motion was voted on and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting
Motion by Bednarik/Kamke to approve minutes of 12/3/14 meeting. The motion was voted on and carried.

3. Communications
Email from Oconto Police Chief Dan Ault, announcing Bernie Faith has been appointed Police Chief effective January 17th. Chief Ault thanked the Sheriff and his office for their support and cooperating during his time here in Oconto. Thank you letter from Diane Flanagan for assistance she received from the Sheriff’s Office on 11/27/14. Email from Jon Bauman, Revenue Agent for the WI Department of Revenue, thanking the Sheriff’s Office for assistance with property seizures. 8.  Meet with Public Property Committee at 9:30 a.m.  - Update on Law Enforcement Center Project

Motion by Kroll/Bednarik to enter into closed session at 9:33 a.m. The motion was voted on and carried.

c. Update on Acquisition Project from SRF Consulting
i. Update on Property Acquisitions
Project is on schedule. Habitat for Humanity cancelled their 01/05/15 meeting due to weather conditions; they will be rescheduling. They are interested in salvaging items from the properties, not moving houses. Anyone with questions should contact them direct through River Cities Habitat for Humanity in Marinette. Marla commented that Habitat for Humanity would appreciate media coverage on this.

Question by Grady- if the Fire Department was still interested in some of the properties. Kevin advised they were interested in two. Comment by Rymer-Holy Trinity will be meeting 01/20/15; he would like to attend that meeting. Kevin Hamann advised project is on schedule and within budget. 

ii. Approval of Hazardous Material Investigation Resolution
Reference checks still problematic for Himalayan Consultants, LLC. They were given a second opportunity and to date reference check has not been provided. Motion by Lacourciere/Wellens to recommend proposal from American Air Environmental Services, Inc. at a cost of $16,200 to County Board on 01/22/15. The motion was voted on and carried. Marla requested SRF Consultants be notified when approved by County Board.
iii. Update on Demolition/Salvage Process of North Block Properties
Four properties could be moved. SRF is waiting for responses from home movers. Kevin Hamann stressed importance of SRF Consultants to work with The Samuels Group Inc. to coordinate the demolition process to keep the county informed. 

Question by Grade on the soil testing at the USDA property. Soil borings done on the north block most likely will be used for the USDA property.

d. Update on Design Project from The Samuels Group
i. Update on LEC Design
Next meeting is scheduled for 01/14/15 with staff members to go over design. February LEJ Committee meeting Potter Lawson will present proposal.

ii. Approval of Geotechnical Services for Soil Testing Resolution
Motion by Grady/Lacourciere to recommend proposal of PSI at a cost of $8,456 to County board on 01/22/15. The motion was voted on and carried.

Kevin Haman advised Personnel & Wages Committee met with WPPA on 01/06/15, agreement not reached yet. Sheriff Jansen informed Committee 5 month evaluation complete for Correctional Officer Drew Koenigs.

Sheriff Jansen advised 13 were offered the test; 12 tested; 9 scored 70% or higher. Committee will interview 9 applicants on 01/27/15 at 9am.
