1. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Wellens/Bednarik to approve agenda. The motion was voted on and carried.

2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (01/27/15)
Motion by Kroll/Bednarik to approve minutes. The motion was voted on and carried.

3. Communications
Email from Jim Lieneau, Cellcom, update on the temporary tower site. Magnin provided update on IFERN grant status. Item to be placed on 02/19/15 agenda.

4. Medical Examiner

a. Monthly Report - Motion by Kamke/Wellens to accept report. The motion was voted on and carried.
Jeff Jansen provided update on ME position; status quo for now. Proposals have been sent out exploring possibilities.

5. District Attorney

a. Monthly Report – Motion by Kroll/Bednarik to accept report. The motion was voted on and carried

6. Approval of Additional Deputy Medical Examiner Position
Currently there are five positions; 1 Chief Deputy Medical Examiner; 4 Deputy Medical Examiners. Al Klimek submitted application for Deputy Medical Examiner; no budgetary effect. Motion by Bednarik/Wellens to recommend to Personnel & Wages Committee. The motion was voted on and carried.

7. Meet with Public Property Committee at 9:30 a.m. – Update on Law Enforcement Center Project
a. CLOSED SESSION: The Committee may convene into closed session pursuant to §19.85(e), Wis. Stats., for the purpose of deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties.

Motion by Lacourciere/Grady to enter into closed session at 9:33 a.m. The motion was voted on and carried.

b. RETURN TO OPEN SESSION: The Committee may return to open session to conduct legal business as allowed by §19.85(2), Wis. Stats.

Motion by Wellens/Kroll to return to open session at 9:45 a.m. The motion was voted on and carried.

c. Update on Acquisition Project from SRF Consulting
i. Update on Property Acquisitions
Marla Britton provided update. All properties are vacant. Hamann advised 12 tax bills were not paid; the county is processing payment for those properties this Friday (within grace period).

ii. Update on Hazardous Material Investigation
Hazmat investigation starts 2/9/15, approximately 4-5 structures a day will be done; should be finished within 1 ½ weeks. By mid-March the county should have all reports. 

Question by Hamann if this timeframe would delay things. Marla stated demolition bids cannot go out until hazmat reports are complete. 

iii. Update on Salvage Process of North Block Properties
Began Monday, February 2nd.  Fox 11 provided some press coverage on salvage process with River Cities Habitat for Humanity. Marla Britton requested River Cities to provide a running inventory for the county.

iv. Approval of RFP for Update on Demolition of North Block Properties
Marla has provided Kurt Berner with a copy of the RFP for demolition. Abatement and demolition RFP contracts do not overlap; broke into two proposals. RFP is finalized and will be presented to committee on 02/19/15.

d. Update on Design Project from The Samuels Group

i. Update on Geotechnical Services for Soil Testing Resolution
Preliminary findings show cost to be higher than anticipated. Final report should be complete by 02/06/15; will be forwarded to Kevin Hamann. 

ii. Update on City of Oconto Vacating Adams Street & Alleys
City of Oconto will hold a public hearing 2/10/15 at 5:45 p.m. The county will work with the city on putting together a schedule as to when county takes ownership of Adams Street. The county may take ownership of the alleys sooner for ease with the demolition process.

iii. Update on LEC Design
Potter/Lawson provided update, have been working with the county staff group, City of Oconto, and Oconto Fire Department. The county has met all requirements of the city. The city has been very cooperative and appreciative in the county meeting the requirements. Project is on schedule. LEC Design will be presented to County Board for approval 2/19/15. Next phase will be Construction Documents with presentation to Law Enforcement Judiciary Committee at their June meeting.

Kurt Berner, Samuel’s Group provided preliminary schedule overview.

Sheriff Jansen & Kevin Noack stated they were very satisfied with the plan; process thus far has worked well.

Hamann asked if there were any concerns by the Law Enforcement/Judiciary Committee or Public Property Committee. Question by Wellens regarding the current skywalk. Potter/Lawson stated it remains as is with the new hallway running beneath the skywalk. Question by Wellens regarding drainage in the parking lots. Potter/Lawson stated there would be underground retention areas. Concern by Hamann with snow removal in certain areas. County will most likely need to purchase some snow removal equipment because the County Highway Department will not be able to get their trucks into some of the smaller areas. Comment by Rymer on the cooperative efforts between the county, Holy Trinity Parish, and the USDA property site in meeting the city’s parking requirements. Comment by Wellens commending Potter/Lawson on the attractiveness of the LEC.

Motion by Grady/Lacourciere to recommend report to the County Board 02/19/15. The motion was voted on and carried.

Joint meeting ended at 11:20 a.m.

8. Part Time Telecommunicator-Reclassify from Part Time Position to Full Time Position
Currently there are ten employees; eight full time, 2 part time. One of the part time positions actually works full time hours. Motion by Bednarik/Kamke to recommend to Personnel & Wages to change the one position from part time to full time status. The motion was voted on and carried.
9. Authorization to Advertise For Correction Officer Eligibility List
Current eligibility list has been exhausted. Motion by Kamke/Kroll to advertise for position of Correction Officer eligibility list. The motion was voted on and carried.
10. Authorize Purchase of Jail Van
Sheriff has received quote from Chrysler World for 2015 Town & Country van for $22,900. Request to keep current jail van and purchase new van, having two jail vans instead of one van and one of the older squad cars. Motion by Kroll/Bednarik to recommend the purchase of van from Chrysler World, funds from the 2015 Capital Budget. The motion was voted on and carried.
11. Review Changes – Administration Manual
Reviewed requested changes. Motion by Bednarik/Wellens to recommend changes to Personnel & Wages Committee. The motion was voted on and carried.
12. Statewide Taskforce for Recruiting and Retaining EMT’s
Loss of EMT’s continues to be problematic, not just in Wisconsin, but nationwide. Jay Tousey, Suring Village President, explained a taskforce has been established to address this problem; information only.
13. County Ordinance Regarding Parking
Sheriff will present ordinance at the 03/04/15 meeting; specifically the parking citation portion of the ordinance.
