a. Update on Law Enforcement Center
Tim Harmann provided update; we are at day 243 with no lost time accident; no claims as of today. Project is on schedule. The parking lot on Arbutus Avenue (USDA lot) is currently for construction use only. June or July 911 dispatch is scheduled to move to temporary location with movement to their permanent location scheduled for February 2017. No downtime is expected for 911.
