Discussion on Medical Examiner agreement. Brown County Public Safety has a meeting scheduled for May 6, 2015 to address available options. Jeff Jansen will keep committee informed.

8. Meet with Public Property Committee at 9:30 a.m. – Update on Law Enforcement Center Project
a. Update on Property Acquisitions
Corporation Counsel advised committee of situation with one property. Funds are on deposit with Clerk of Courts waiting for claim to be made for funds. Oconto County has clear title on this property, just waiting for response. USDA building scheduled to close 06/01/15. WI State Historical Society has been provided report and photos regarding the property at 619 Park Avenue. No response has been received from them. Upon approval from them, the DNR must approve. 

b. Update on Hazardous Material Removal
Contractor (Wisconsin Asbestos Removal) is on-site. Two houses have been completed, working on third one. DNR found much more asbestos than reported by American Air. Contractor is willing to cover all additional asbestos found for additional $10,000. Motion by Kamke/Wellens to approve emergency change order in the amount of $10,000. The motion was voted on and carried. Emergency change order signed by Lee Rymer and Kim Pytleski. The Samuels Group will review American Air contract for the possibility of a percentage of additional cost to be charged to them.

c. Update on Demolition of Properties
Two houses have been demolished. By 07/03/15 all buildings should be down. Hamann stated residents have contacted him regarding salvage of items. They were referred to The Samuels Group to coordinate. The Samuel’s Group will coordinate with Oconto Fire Department regarding two houses to be burned down. Everything is on schedule.

d. Update on Design Project
Met with Potter Lawson on 05/05/15. 50% of the construction documents have been reviewed.

e. Review of Project Funding
Finance Committee will discuss at their 05/18/15 meeting; finalize at June meeting.

Project is on schedule. Construction Pre-Bid meeting will be 06/30/15. The Samuels Group will review specs. Bids will be due 07/13/15.
