Of the 50,000 minutes per year allotted, the county has 1616 minutes left for the remainder of 2016. Of the 48,384 minutes used thus far; 46,985 were used on four missing person incidents. The county will be charged .30/minute for overage, billed monthly. Tim Magnin will check into options for larger packages and price comparisons for 2017.
